A. Consider and Discuss Secretary of State Election Advisory Regarding Moving May 2, 2020 Election.

Mr. Archer explained that we have been given the option to move the May election to November due to COVID-19.  After 
discussion, Mr. Archer recommends not moving the May election because he feels our local election will be lost in the 
presidential election.  Instead, he suggests using alternative voting methods including curbside voting and voting by mail.

It is valid for seven days unless 
the Council extends it.  Mr. Archer suggests extending the declaration to April 13, 2020 so that it can be reassessed at the next 
council meeting to decide if it would need to be extended again.

13, 2020, second was made by Councilmember Boles.  Motion prevailed by the following vote:
