I. Fort Sumter 
· February 1861 the South wanted Fort Sumter in South Carolina

· Lincoln refused 

· His goal was to protect the Union

· Jefferson Davis chose war

· April 12, 1861 the Confederate army bombarded the Fort 

· Fort Sumter surrendered to the South

· The Civil War had begun

II. The War Begins
· Fort Sumter’s fall united the North

· Lincoln called for volunteers fighters
· Virginia, Arkansas, Tennessee and North Carolina seceded

a. Battle of Bull Run
· July 21, 1861

· Union regiment fought a Confederate regiment 

· Thomas “Stonewall” Jackson led the South to victory

b. Lincoln Prepares for War
· Lincoln enlisted 1 million soldiers

· General George McClellan led the Union army

· General Ulysses S. Grant took Fort Henry and Fort Donelson 

c. Battle of Shiloh
· Union soldiers defeat the Confederates 

· Generals realized they needed scouts, trenches and fortifications

· 25,000 troops were killed, captured or wounded 

· the Union’s plan to divide the Confederacy might succeed
d. Robert E. Lee
· Union army marched toward the Richmond, Virginia

· General Robert E. Lee pushed the Union soldiers away from Richmond

· August 1862, Lee won the Second Battle of Bull Run
e. The Battle of Antietam
· September 1862
· Bloodiest battle in American history 

· 26,000 men were killed 

· The South had lost a quarter of its men

· November 7th, 1862, Lincoln fired McClellan
