During the 2013-2014 fiscal year, 

GPCCR&R conducted 128 parent  

referral calls. 45% of the parents who 

received referrals indicated that they 

would be using DHS child care     

subsidy to assist in paying for child 

care.   

Great Plains Child Care Resource & 

Referral was once again, the top 

ranking region in the state in referral      

assessment call scores.    

In the 2013-2014 fiscal year, Great 

Plains far exceeded the required 80% 

scoring average with a 93% average 

for the year.  

GPCCR&R provides services to almost 

400 child care providers, head start   

agencies and preschools. GPCCRR staff 

conducted 180 technical assistance    

contacts to work with providers on topics 

including room arrangement, behavior &   

guidance, supervision and staff             

development. 

Thirty-nine training opportunities were   

offered, provided or facilitated with 601 

participants in attendance. 

118 hours of Tier I & Tier II trainings were 

conducted throughout the 15 county     

service delivery area. 

GPCCR&R prides itself on providing  

highly accurate information. Every        

provider in GPCCR&R ‘s database        

receives two complete information        

updates per year.
