Father Sam’s Corner
4th Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Mark 1: 21-28

The healing Power and Authority of the Word of God

Today’s readings emphasized on the power of the words of God. The first reading showed how
the word of God shattered the clouds of doubt that filled the hearts of Israelites. Prior to
today’s first reading passage from the book of Deuteronomy, Israelites doubted if the massages
Moses was delivering to them were actually from God. They demanded to hear directly from
God. Moses directed their request to God and God asked Moses to assemble them at the foot
of Mountain Horeb to hear from Him directly. On the day of the assemble God spoke to them
in such a thundering and firing signs, and sound that all went down on their knees in a humble
prayer begging God, saying, speak to us through Moses.* Let us not again hear the voice of the
Lord our God, lest we die” (Deuteronomy 18:15-20).

Today’s Gospel also showed how the power in the words of Christ shattered the faithlessness
of some people in a village called Capernaum. Thus, according to Mark, when Jesus and his
disciples entered the city Jesus taught in their synagogue on the Sabbath in a very
authoritatively way that the people responded to Jesus’ teaching with astonishment, contrasting
it with the scribes’ that lack the truth and authority. Even the unclean spirits that possessed a
man felt the power coming from the word of God in Jesus’ teaching, and begged Jesus not to
destroy them. In fact, the unclean spirits seemed to recognize the power in Jesus more than
many people in the synagogue. However, Jesus knew the unclean spirits were not giving him a
genuine recognition so he ordered them to be quiet and drove them out of the man. Jesus’
ability to heal a man possessed by demons was an indication of the power of God over evil.
Thus, when Jesus commanded the unclean spirits to come out of the man they obeyed him, and
with a loud voice they convulsed him and came out of him (Mark 1: 21-28). Mark stated that
observing the impact of the power of the words from Jesus, “all in the synagogue were amazed
and asked one another. ‘What is this? He commands even the uncleaned spirits and they obey
him” (Mark 1: 21-28).

The church presents the above instances of the effects of the words of God to assure us that if
we listen attentively to the words of God; if we can believe what Jesus teaches us and have
faith in God, He can heal and protect us from spiritual and physical illnesses for He heals with
unique authority and connects his healing activities with the words of His mouth.

El poder sanador y la autoridad de la Palabra de Dios

Las lecturas de hoy enfatizaron el poder de las palabras de Dios. La primera lectura mostrdé como la
palabra de Dios rompi6 las nubes de duda que llenaban los corazones de los israelitas. Antes de la
primera lectura del pasaje de hoy del libro de Deuteronomio, los israelitas dudaban si los masajes que
Moisés les estaba dando eran en realidad de Dios. Exigieron escuchar directamente de Dios. Moisés
dirigid su peticion a Dios y Dios le pidi6 a Moisés que los reuniera al pie del monte Horeb para
escucharlo directamente. El dia de la asamblea, Dios les hablé con sefiales de fuego y truenos, y con un
sonido tan fuerte que todos se arrodillaron en una oracion humilde suplicando a Dios, diciendo:
Héblanos por medio de Moisés. “No volvamos a oir la voz. de Jehova nuestro Dios, para que no
muramos ~’(Deuteronomio 18: 15-20).

El evangelio de hoy también mostré como el poder en las palabras de Cristo hizo aiiicos la falta de fe
de algunas personas en un pueblo llamado Capernaum. Asi, segiin Marcos, cuando Jesus y sus
discipulos entraron en la ciudad, Jesus ensen6 en su sinagoga el sabado de una manera muy autoritaria
que la gente respondidé con asombro a la ensefianza de Jesus, contrastdndola con la de los escribas 'que
carecen de la verdad y la autoridad. . Incluso los espiritus inmundos que poseian a un hombre sintieron
el poder que venia de la palabra de Dios en la ensefianza de Jesus, y le rogaron que no los destruyera.
De hecho, los espiritus inmundos parecian reconocer el poder en Jestis mas que muchas personas en la
sinagoga. Sin embargo, Jesus sabia que los espiritus inmundos no le estaban dando un reconocimiento
genuino, asi que les ordeno que se callaran y los expulsé del hombre. La capacidad de Jesus para curar
a un hombre poseido por demonios fue una indicacion del poder de Dios sobre el mal. Asi, cuando
Jestis ordeno a los espiritus inmundos que salieran del hombre, ellos le obedecieron, y a gran voz lo
convulsionaron y salieron de ¢l (Marcos 1: 21-28). Marcos declar6 que al observar el impacto del poder
de las palabras de Jests, “todos en la sinagoga estaban asombrados y se preguntaban unos a otros.

't Qué es esto? Incluso a los espiritus inmundos manda, y le obedecen ”’(Marcos 1: 21-28).

La iglesia presenta los ejemplos anteriores de los efectos de las palabras de Dios para asegurarnos que
si escuchamos atentamente las palabras de Dios; Si podemos creer lo que Jests nos ensefia y tener fe en
Dios, El puede sanarnos y protegernos de enfermedades espirituales y fisicas, porque El sana con una
autorldad unica y conecta sus actividades de curacion con las palabras de Su boca
