Meeting Minutes

November 4, 2019
The regular business meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioner’ of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Commissioner Thomson.  The next business meeting is scheduled for Monday, December 9th at 6:00 p.m.  The meeting minutes of October 14th were approved as written.  Present were Commissioner Harmon, Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Thomson, Chief Berg, Assistant Chief Miner and Secretary Berg.  Firefighter Phill Zimmerman was present.  Community members Andrea Xaver, John Verdoes, Shannon Thomson, Keri Brandt and Ken Light were also present.     
Correspondence:   
Old Business:  

Generator – Commissioner Gubrud gave an update on the generator.  Generators are about 25 weeks out getting built.  Chief Berg is having an electrician look into it.
Community Newsletter – A community newsletter was sent out a couple of weeks ago.
Audit – Secretary Berg gave an update on the audit process so far.

DNR Agreement – Commissioner Thomson made a motion to accept and sign the Forestland Response Agreement from the DNR.  Commissioner Gubrud seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.   Commissioner Thomson made a motion to accept and sign the Fire District Assistance Agreement.  Commissioner Gubrud seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. 

2020 Budget – Budget meeting is scheduled for November 21st at 6:00 p.m.

Call Report – Secretary Berg gave an update on the call volume for 2019.  We are at 229 calls for the year.
New Business: 
Resolution 19-230 (Level of Accounting Services) – Commissioner Gubrud made a motion to approve Resolution 19-230.  Commissioner Thomson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Live Streaming Commissioner Meetings – Commissioner Gubrud was asked via social media if our meetings could be live streamed.  After a brief discussion on what it would entail, the commissioners agreed to table it for now.    
Chief’s Report: 

· Aid Call – Chief Berg stated that Mount Vernon did beat us to a call yesterday, for the second time this year.

· ORV Park – Chief Berg reported on an accident at the ORV Park that they waited 45 minutes for an ambulance.  For that specific call, he did put 59 miles on the command vehicle.

· Old Station One – The painter has started painting the old station.   The fascia still needs to be fixed.

· Lawn Care – Commissioners asked Chief Berg to get two proposals for 2020.

· Training Burn – The date hasn’t been set yet, but will hopefully be this month.  The house is at the Boy Scout Camp. 

· Pinning – There are four firefighters that need to be pinned.  Chief Berg would like to get it done in December

· Fill Station – The upgrade has been completed. Skagit County Fire District 4 has agreed to pay for half of the upgrade since they will still use it.  
· Pump – Firefighter Doug Richter will fix the pump.  Scott Lemke will do the inspection.
Assistant Chief Report:  
· Fill Station Training – There will be training on the fill station for the firefighters. 

· L-915 – The ladder truck is now in service with the county.  There are 4 totally trained firefighters with 4 almost trained.  

· Patient Care Records – The medical program director gave a directive through EMS for patient care records.  It will go into effect January 1, 2021.   Assistant Chief Miner is concerned about the document’s requirements.   The commissioners would like Assistant Chief Miner to keep them informed.  
Public Comments:  Firefighter Phill Zimmerman gave an update on the freezer.  It is finally working again.  
Executive Session:  N/A
Commissioner Gubrud made a motion to approve payroll check #’s 2812-2819 and EFTPS in the amount of $3,862.09 and accounts payable check #s 2820-2837 in the amount of $24,744.66. Commissioner Thomson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
