
How to use a voltage 
converter in North America. 

A voltage converter can be used to run low wattage 220V 
equipment on a 110v common outlet in North America. Just follow 

the simple steps below: 

When plugging your voltage 
converter into a 110V common 
electrical outlet in North 
America you must first set the 
back for 110V. Some voltage 
converters just have a switch 
for this. Others have an 
actual input voltage plug that 
plugs into the back connecting 
the voltage to the same as 
power source: (always put 
back switch to 110v when 
plugging into 110 power 
source)  
When plugging a 220V machine 
or tool into the front of 
converter make sure you 
always plug it into the 220 

outlet. If you plug 
it into the110 
outlet you will not 
get the correct 
power to run tool 
or equipment and 
risk burning up 
equipment. 

 
Keep in mind it is 
always best to 
use a voltage 

converter that is 
at least 50% 
more wattage 

than your 
equipment 

requires. In some 
2-4 times the 

wattage is best.
