            For the past 17 years, we have provided U.S. Military Service-members and their families 

a rare opportunity to memorialize their service by adding their own 4” x 8” custom paver to the 

Path To Enduring Freedom walkway at the All Veterans Memorial; New Jersey’s premiere 

veterans ceremonial complex. Honorable Service Pavers denotes the names, ranks, and branch 

of service of countless heroes that served and protected this great nation.   The stunning 12’ 

wide ceremonial walkway chronologically showcases each U.S. conflict, beginning with the 

Revolutionary War and ending with the Global War on Terror. 
 

           As space availability becomes increasingly limited, so will this unique opportunity to 

honor your beloved’s military service.  Pavers are ceremoniously set into the PTEF walkway 

semi-annually; once in May and once in September. The deadline to reserve a custom paver for 

May is February 15 and the deadline to reserve a custom paver for September is August 1st.
