e Charitable organization’s past achievements and how they benefited/improved
water, wastewater and/or stormwater in the community
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e Narrative of how the funds will be used, including description of the organization’s
current and future work (local and international, current stages of projects, etc.)
Emphasis should be placed on how the funds will be used within the 365 calendar
days after receipt and the organization’s water, wastewater and/or stormwater
work.

e The charitable organization’s availability to assist with:

-The silent auction including assistance to solicit donations, contribute
items and participate in any auction set-up.

-The golf tournament including assistance leading up to and the day of
the tournament

-The fun run/walk including assistance leading up to and the day of the
event.

-Providing a one page write up on organization's water, wastewater,
and/or stormwater work and how the funds will be used
