
The BJEC began on March 7 with the 
Bear Creek Enduro at Kirby, AR.  I al-
ways look forward to going to this race.  
For one thing, it is seven hours south of 
where I live.  So, while it is still cold in 
Missouri, spring is usually popping out 
in southern Arkansas.  Unfortunately, 
this year, it was unseasonably cool over 
the weekend, but it wasn’t too bad.  It’s 
also the first race of the season.  You get 
to find out who has signed up for your 
class and just visit with some of your 
friends from far away. 
 
One thing about the Kirby race—it is 
usually wet.  Sometimes it is very wet.  
This time it wasn’t.  In fact, there was 
even some dust.  Not much and it didn’t 
cause any problems.   
 



The race was a pretty classic test section type of race.  Usu-
ally clubs throw in resets after a test section to get you back 
on time so you don’t have to race down open roads against 
traffic.  The Kirby enduro had free time after the special test 
sections.  According to AMA enduro rules, checks can be no 
closer than 3 miles apart.  Even with the free time and the 
enduro computers showing that you are hot, you still get to 
the ride almost three miles before you need to stop to wait for 
the clock to catch up. 
 
I have a funny story from the race: Lee Glenn, A-Senior rider 
and Chairman of the BJEC circuit, was entering a check.  
Maybe entering is not the right word.  He was late and com-

ing in at full throttle.  The trail was rough.  As he passed the 
flags, he nailed his brakes, his front wheel dropped into a hole 
and his back wheel hit a sharp root.  This was enough to cata-
pult him over the handlebars into the check. 
 
Of course the check crew scattered.  But, even more amazing, 
his rear fender was caught on a tree branch, holding the bike 
vertically on the front wheel!  But he was in the check. 
 
Nolan Knight won the event.  He is a team Gas Gas rider 
from Mississippi and rides the SERA (Southern Enduro Rid-
ers Association) Circuit.  Steve Vanzant was first BJEC.  An 
interesting thing about this is; Steve is riding the A-Senior 
class.  He’s over forty.   
 
The second race of the BJEC was at Cass, AR in White Rock 
National Forest on March 21.  Rain on Saturday made things 
pretty sloppy on Sunday.  The Razorback Riders made pro-
gramming the computers pretty easy.  There was one reset 
and speed change on the short course.  After the gas stop, it 
was 24 MPH with no gas stops or resets. 
 
The course consisted of two loops.  The A and B riders only  
rode a small portion of the short course loop at the beginning 
and end of their loop.  
 
Rusty Reynaud  won overall.  He was really hauling.

A 15 mile loop with two 2 ½ mile special tests has 
been laid out.  Test will be a combination of ribboned grass 
track and woods.  The 10 miles between will be at trail rid-
ing speed.  Directions: Lebanon south on “5” to “O”, East to 
“TT”, South to “NN” and follow arrows.  For more informa-
tion call: Mike Shown (913) 342-4436 3:00 am – 8:00 pm 
(No kidding, that’s what it says on the flyer!) or Lee Glenn 
(913) 441-6522. 
Check out the BJEC web site.  It has the route sheets for the 
upcoming races.  Before you even leave the house, you can 
have your computer programmed. 

Rumors have been floating around that for whatever reason the 
riding area at Collins, MO has been re-opened.  It is NOT true.  
Don’t go there to ride. 
Darin House joined us for the trip to Kirby for the BJEC race.  
He got kind of banged up.  After pin balling off a couple of trees, 
he supermanned backwards into a tree.  Lucky nothing was bro-
ken, but he was hurting.  I also found out that his gear bag is 
heavy enough for him to be carrying a spare engine for his 
WR400. 
Tony “Ironman” Kirkup had a high-speed get-off at White Rock.  
He thought it was just a bad bruise.  He unloaded his bike and 
showered before going to the hospital.

I’ve got a feeling the conversation went something like this:  
“Hey, Dan.  This is Lee.”  That’s Lee Glenn, Chairman of 
the BJEC, and Dan Wiley, Contingency person for BJEC.  
“Can you pick up Destry Abbott, our 
guest speaker for the banquet, at the 
Springfield airport on your way to 
Fayetteville?”  Then Dan said,  “Well, 
Lee,  I’ve got this problem.  My van 
has this roof leak and it smells really 
bad.  I mean really bad, like dog pee.  
I don’t think Destry’s first impression 
of us should be my van.  Why don’t 
you give Bob Fuerst a call.”  Which 
means, one of the things going for me 
is the fact that my vehicle does not 
smell like dog pee.  Maybe I should 
put that on my resume. 

So the next thing I know is that Dale 
Willis and I are picking up Destry and 
driving him to the banquet.  Since I 
had him captive for a few hours, I 
thought I would conduct an informal 
interview.  In fact, we spent so much time together, since we 
had about five hours together riding from the airport to Fa-
yetteville and then back from the White Rock Enduro, that it 
has become more of a narrative. 

Destry is 26 years old.  His wife is an assistant bank man-
ager and they have two kids, a girl 6 and a little boy, 1 year 
old.  In fact, during the week, when he is not traveling, he 
plays “Mr. Mom” around the house (and garage!).  He has 
been racing since 1983, when he was 11 years old. 

When we talked about racing, I found out Destry is going to 
ride the AMA Hare and Hound, the Best of the Desert series, 
the ISDE qualifiers and 2 outdoor motocross nationals, 
Hangtown and Washougal.  He has ridden two ISDEs, last 
year in Australia and the year before in Italy.  He is also seri-
ous about riding this year’s ISDE in Portugal.  

The Best of the Desert Series is a team event, and his partner 
in this series is Brian Brown.  And Brian is also one of his 
biggest competitors in the Hare and Hound series, along with 
Ty Davis and the Pearson Brothers 

Of course, we talked about bikes.  I 
found it interesting that his Best of 
Desert bike, a KX500, runs works 
suspension, the same kind of sus-
pension that Team Kawasaki runs 
on their Supercross and Motocross 
bikes.   

I have read in magazines that foam 
inner tubes like Moose tubes or the 
Dunlop Cresent tube break down 
due to heat at high speed.  (The type 
of speeds that are run in the desert, 
not the speeds run in BJEC enduros 
or hare scrambles in the mid-west.)  
But Destry does run foam tubes in 
his desert racing. 

Destry was also fighting an injury.  
He was practicing on a motocross 
track with Steve Hatch.  Due to 

some ruts, he came up short on a double and bruised both 
heels.  I also found out Steve Hatch has moved to Phoenix.  
Steve was originally from upstate New York.    

Anyone racing professionally needs sponsors, and Destry’s 
main sponsors are Team Green, Pro-Circuit, Acerbis and 
Scott Goggles.  There are many others. 

Due to his injuries, he was unable to compete in the White 
Rock enduro.  But he pitched in.  He rode Max Harkey’s 
KX250 and swept the youth course. He helped several kids 
up the hills.  In fact, after the enduro, he gave riding tips to 
the kids that came up to him.  He said the White Rock area 
was very pretty and was glad he was able to get in some rid-
ing.  He also thought the folks in the BJEC were the nicest 
and friendliest people he had raced with.

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The night before the White Rock enduro, 
BJEC held their annual banquet to give 
out awards for 1998.  This year the ban-
quet was held in Elkins, AR.  In fact, it 
was in the Elkin High School. 
 
Good food was had by all.  The agenda of 
course included handing out all of the 
awards and Dan Wylie giving out many, 
many neat dirt bike things. 
 
Zahn and Tamara Lewis gave out awards 
for all the youth riders that participated in 
last year’s youth events on Saturdays.
