Kelp bass fishing was very slow, however, lots of short barracuda and bonito kept us busy. | was using a large plastic swim
bait and the captain suggested a smaller 5-inch tail which worked much better producing three nice kelp bass and | eked out a
winner. The other bass competing for jackpot were ounces apart!

Next time | am going to try a shorter top shot and a weed less lead head maybe | will be able to get through the kelp better.

We started out the June Turner's charter just like every other trip, safety speech..... Jackpot..... Snoring down in the bunk room.
The following morning, we were soaking baits by 4:45am and almost immediately both myself and Fernando were bit.

Around 10am we moved out to deeper water and focused on lingcod, rockfish and some more laughs.

Pacific Dawn two day - June 26th - 28"

After spending the afternoon watching The Oakridge Boys and The Beach Boy's with my cousin | hurried up to Ventura.

About 830pm we loaded onto the boat and started preparing for two days of seabass fishing.

The following morning came quickly. About 5am we dropped baits and around 6 we had our first hookup.

Being the non-bait fisherman that | am, | have trouble standing there soaking a squid on a dropper loop so | tried on a lead head and
started working a bait back to the boat. Three casts in a row | got bit but couldn't get anything to commit. Finally, on my fourth cast as |
was working the bait back in | got bit and this time he followed it as | pulled it away. Tap. Tap. Tap. Tap. For about 30 feet. Tap. Tap!
And then the rod loaded up and | set the hook. This time it was on! The rod bent and pulled me down the port side towards the bow and
the around the entire boat and back up to the bow where Fernando stuck it with a gaff and pulled it over the rail. My biggest seabass so
far at 37Ibs.

The next few hours were pretty steady. A few fish every couple hours with some really nice halibut up to 60lbs.

Around noon we moved to deep water and tried to get some rockfish but they weren't having it. We picked at them the rest of the day but
there wasn’t much going on.

That night we parked at Beecher's and ate some amazing pork and bread pudding then passed out.

The next morning a couple cups of coffee were needed to get going then about 5:30am we started working baits again. This time there
wasn't much going on and we ended the morning with one seabass and one halibut. From there we went out to deep water and found a
rock with absolutely epic lingcod action. We had double 25Ib hookups and fish big enough that | couldn't move them on 40lb line. Mixes
in with that we had 10-12Ib reds and 6-8Ib chucks.

All'in all, it was a fantastic trip with some really fun people.

Bishop, CA - July 1%t

At 12:15am on Saturday July 1st | grabbed my 12-year-old nephew and my cousin and we hauled butt up to Bishop for an impromptu
trout trip.

About 5am | pulled into the parking area at intake 2. Being that the sun was just coming up | tried to close my eyes for a few minutes but
| couldn't sit still. | had to fish!

| grabbed my 9' Fenwick with 3lb on it and | tried on my go to watermelon Thomas buoyant. From my first cast | knew it was going to be
a good day.

My first four casts produced four fish. Two browns, one brook and one rainbow trout. From there | worked my way around the lake
catching fish after fish while my cousin and nephew slept the morning away.

Finally, they caught up with me about 7am and we spent the next 4 hours catching and releasing fish after fish. Even my nephew who
has never caught a fish on a lure got in on it and | got him hooked on lure fishing.

Guys that were fishing bait weren't getting bit but we'd walk passed, cast out and BAM we'd get one.



Around noon things slowed down so we moved to the creek and looked for some pools that have produced in the past, but the water
level was way up so we had to work for the creek fish. Once we found what they wanted it was on again! A night crawler floating down
river was the ticket.

| ended the day with around 50 fish, my cousin caught about 35 and my nephew who has never caught a lure fish before caught about
30 fish.

Most fish were well under a pound but it was still lots of fun.

Yellowfin Tuna on a Popper

Made a trip to San Diego to fish with my son Dustin on his 21 ft. Cabo skiff. The game plan was to chase the
Bluefin tuna and try to get them to go on the poppers. We did not take any bait - it was going to be poppers or
bust. Dustin had fished the day before and saw lots of big Bluefin formers. Interesting how things can change
overnight though, as we did not see any Bluefin rising, but we did see lots of yellowfin rolling on bait.

The tern birds told the story so clearly on this day. With the binoculars we would spot birds high in the sky
and as the tuna pushed the bait to the surface the birds would show us exactly where we needed to be as they
lowered to the water level to pick at the anchovies. We fished spot after spot after spot without getting any
hits. Then at about the end of a cast when my popper was just sitting on the surface as I was looking to see
where my next cast should go my popper was inhaled and the drag was screaming. I was using a shimano
saragosa spinning reel on a terez rod with 60 lb braid and short 50 Ib. fluorocarbon top shot. That fish was
brutally strong and with no stretch in the line he made my teeth chatter on some of his violent head shakes. I
fought him for about 20 - 30 minutes before Dustin stuck him with the gaff. He ended up being the only fish of
the day for us and when we hung him up on the certified scale at Seaforth Landing where Dustin works and
keeps his boat the scale read 68 1bs.
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
