FATHER SAM’S CORNER
March 17th, 2019

Second Sunday of Lent
Gospel: Luke 9:28b-36

Transfiguration: The Glory we share with Christ

The first reading and the Gospel present Abraham and Jesus as the key figures in our faith and salvation race. Abraham
is presented in the first reading as the image of the ancient covenant and Jesus as the fulfilment of the ancient and new
covenants. In both old and new covenants there was an act of giving up and picking up of life. Before Abram sealed the
old covenant with God he left his father’s land, pagan religion and changed his name from Abram to Abraham. In the
same vein, Christ left his Father’s house in heaven and came down to establish man’s new covenant with God. It was
due to their strong obedience that Abraham and Christ were able to leave their comfort zones to follow God as He led
them through valleys and deserts. But the good news in today’s first reading and the Gospel is that their obedience
brought God’s glorious transformation to them and their prodigies. Thus, through his obedience, Abraham was
transformed into the father of a multitude of nations. Likewise, by his obedience to his Father in heaven, Christ was
transformed before his Apostles on a mountain.

As children of Abraham and brothers and sisters of Christ in faith we are promised to experience the same
transformation if we obey God, and follow Him as He leads us through the plains and highways of life. Consequently,
Lenten season is reminding us that if we suffer and die with Christ, we will be transformed with him. Therefore, one
would say that the presentation of today’s Gospel close to the beginning of Lent might be associated with the ancient
belief that the testing in the desert and transfiguration happened forty days before Easter. The appearing and
disappearing of Moses and Elijah during the transfiguration signified the fulfilment of the ancient tradition in Christ.
Also, manifestation of the glory of God before the Apostles prefigured the eternal glory we will share with Jesus if we
suffer and die with him.

As Jesus fasted, prayed and got tested in the desert before his transfiguration, suffering, death and resurrection so our
Lenten observances of prayer, fast, almsgiving, penance and abstinence prepare us for the celebration of our share in
Christ’s glory at Easter. In other words, a fruitful celebration of the paschal mystery is dependent on the successful
practice of the Lenten observances. For our observance of the Lenten fast enhances self-discipline which Christ
instructed his disciples how to do when he said: “When you are fasting, do not put on a gloomy look as the hypocrites
do...But when you fast, put scent on your head and wash your face so nobody will know you are fasting except your
Father who sees all that are done in secret” (Mathew 6: 16-18). Therefore, as fasting and abstinence enhance self-
discipline, so self-discipline reduces concupiscence and increases holiness. The Church wants us to celebrate Holy
Week with holy life by inviting us to practice Lenten fast, abstinence, almsgiving, prayer and penance. We are already
two weeks in Lent. The motivating question is how much have we committed our lives to the practice of these Lenten
observances?

Evangelio: San Lucas 9:28b-36

Transfiguracion: La Gloria que compartimos con Cristo

La primera lectura y el Evangelio presenta a Abram y Jesus como figuras claves de nuestra fé y salvacion de la
raza. Abram es presentado en la primera lectura como imagen de un antiguo pacto y Jesus como la realizacion del viejo
y nuevo pacto. En ambos, el viejo y el nuevo existia un acto de dar y recibir vida. Antes Abram, sell6 el viejo pacto con
Dios, El dejo la tierra de sus padres, la religion pagana y cambio su nombre de Abram a Abraham. En la misma manera,
Cristo dejo la casa de su Padre en el cielo y se establecid entre los hombres en un Nuevo pacto con Dios. Esto debido a
su fortalecida obediencia a Dios, que Abraham y Cristo tuvieron que dejar su zona de comodidad para seguir a Dios y El
los lider6 a ellos a través de valles y desiertos. Pero, las buenas nuevas en la primera lectura y en el Evangelio es que su
obediencia les trajo la gloriosa transformacion a ellos y sus prodigios. Ademas, a través de su obediencia, Abraham fue
transformado en padre de una multitud de naciones. Igualmente por su obediencia a su Padre del cielo, Cristo fue
transformado sobre una montafia ante sus Apostoles.

Como hijos de Abraham y hermanos y hermanas de Cristo en fé, prometemos la experiencia de la misma
transformacion con la que podemos obedecer a Dios, seguirlo y liderarnos a través de las llanuras y caminos de la vida.
Consecuentemente, la estacion de Cuaresma, nos recuerda que si sufrimos y morimos con Cristo, seremos transformados
con El. Por lo tanto, me gustaria decir que la presentacion del Evangelio de hoy, cerca del comienzo de la cuaresma,
pudiese ser asociado con la antigua creencia que las pruebas en el desierto y la transfiguracion sucedieron cuarenta dias
antes de la Pascua de Resurreccion. La aparicion y la desaparicion de Moisés y Elias durante la transfiguracion,
significo la realizacion de la antigua tradicion en Cristo. También, la manifestacion de la Gloria de Dios ante los
Apostoles, prefiguraba la eterna gloria que compartiriamos con Jesus, si sufrimos y morimos con El.

Como Jesus ayuno, oro y fué probado en el desierto antes de su transfiguracion, entonces nuestras observancias
de Cuaresma: oracion, ayuno, limosna, penitencia y abstinencia nos prepara para la celebracion de nuestro compartir la
gloria de Cristo en la Pascua de Resurreccion. En otras palabras, una celebracion fructifera del misterio pascual depende
de una practica exitosa de las observancias Cuaresmales. Para nuestra observancia de Cuaresma, el ayuno realza nuestra
autodisciplina con la cual Cristo instruye a sus discipulos como hacerla, cuando El les dice: Cuando ayunen, no pongan
mirada sombria, como lo hacen los hipocritas...Pero, cuando ayunen, coloquen esencia sobre su cabeza y laven su cara,
entonces nadie sabra que ayunaron, excepto su Padre, quien ve lo que estan haciendo en secreto (Mateo 6:16-18). Y la
auto-disciplina reduce la concupiscencia y aumenta la alegria. La Iglesia, desea que celebremos la Semana Santa con
vida santa invitandonos a las practicas de Cuaresma ayuno, limosna, oracion y penitencia. En dos semanas estaremos en
Cuaresma. Con que seriedad, vamos a realizar las practicas de las observancias de Cuaresma?
