I. The U.S in China
· 1800s China had been imperialized by European and Asian countries

***a. The Open Door Policy

· China would be divided but the US and Britain opposed 

· Suggested the Open Door Policy 

· This would ensure open trade with China for all foreign nations

b. Chinese Reaction
· Boxer Rebellion in 1900 
· Chinese Boxers wanted to expel the western powers 
· It failed leaving the West in China until 1949

II. The U.S and Japan
· Commodore Mathew Perry opened Japanese ports for US trade 
· Japan modernized and became a world power by 1900
· American foreign policy in Asia planned to restrict Japanese expansion

· Japan defeated Russia and gained control of Manchuria and Korea

· In the early 1900s San Francisco schools segregated Japanese children 

· Gentlemen’s Agreement of 1907 

· ended school segregation of Japanese students 

· Restricted Japanese immigration into the U.S.
