C. Consider and Discuss Ordinance No. 0-2022-08 
 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CISCO, TEXAS, PROVIDING THAT E. 17TH STREET BETWEEN WALNUT 
AND HICKORY STREETS IN BLOCK 9 OF THE ELFRETHAM HEIGHTS ADDTION TO THE CITY OF CISCO, 
EASTLAND COUNTY, TEXAS, BE CLOSED AND THAT THE DEDICATION OF THE RIGHTS-OF-WAY BE 
VACATED AND ABANDONED, EXCEPT FOR EXISTING UTILITY AND/OR DRAINAGE EASEMENTS; 
PROVIDING FOR REVERSION OF THE FEES IN SAID LAND; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE 
SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY UPON FINAL PASSAGE. (First Reading) 
 
Ms. Osborne explained that the ordinance was requested by Taylor McDowell for placement of her new manufactured home.
