Call to Order:  Mr. Fisher called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. 

Pledge of Allegiance:  Pledge was recited

Roll Call:  Scott Knowles and Dave Williams were absent
Agenda Changes: CPA added budget amendment totaling $245k
Approval of the Agenda: (23-07/20-01) By general consent the agenda as changed was approved and passed.
Approval of the Minutes: (23-07/20-02) By general consent the minutes from the June 15th meeting was presented and approved.

Treasurer's Report: (23-07/20-03) By general consent the accounts payables in the amount of $98,100.89.11 was presented and approved.  Todd reviewed the May Financials and explained the reason behind the Budget Amendment. (23-07/20-04)  The Board by general consent approved the Budge Amendment as presented.

Regular Meeting Items: 
Russ explain once again the District is NOT intitled to the County impact fees and the Board decided to remove this item from all future agendas.
Bill requested to increase the culvert permit fee from $150 to $200 (23-07/20-05) By general consent the Board approved the culvert permit fee to $200 each)

District Administrator Report:  Linda submitted her written report to the Board.  Bill met with CRI about two errors found on the FY2022 audit and after a lengthy discussion it was decided for CRI to continue. (23-07/20-06) By general consent the Board decided for CRI to continue testing, finalize the audit and submit the required AFR to the state not to exceed $3000.
District Foreman Report: Mike removed the unpermitted culvert from Vaughan Ave after Linda sent a letter to landowner and no response after four violations. He provided updates on the crews work for mowing, road repairs, culvert installs and spraying. He presented quotes from Ancient City paving for Allison, Light and Melanie totaling $9,410 and Nicholson for a new ice machine totaling $3405. (23-07/20-07) By general consent the Board approved Ancient City paving in the amount of $9410 and Nicholson in the amount of $3405. Joe Spirano a landowner from the corner of Wanda and Isom requested more stop signs and speed bump added as he fears kids will be hit.  The Board disagreed to his request.
Consent Agenda: (23-07/20-08) By general consent Mike's purchase for rip rap and culvert pipes totaling $25,041.08 was presented, approved and passed.  
Old Business:  Leo confirmed again the District has its own domain with go daddy and it is maintain by Linda.  Linda added the state has pacific requirements for what is placed on the website and there is no requirement to place anything about the CRA. Bill suggested the CRA get their own website moving forward.
