Aim: What was the impact of t5he Puritans on the New England colonies?
I. Plymouth Colony



1. King Henry VIII created the Anglican Church 

2. The Pilgrims were Separatists and had broken with the Anglican Church

3. Puritans wanted to “purify” the Anglican Church 

4. William Bradford led 101 Pilgrims on the Mayflower 
5. They signed the Mayflower Compact 
6. John Carver established a self-governing colony based on majority rule
7. The Pilgrims even joined the natives in the harvest celebration (Thanksgiving)

II. The Great Migration
1. Began in 1630, 40,000 people leave England for the Americas
2. 10,000-20,000 settled in Massachusetts. 
3. Most Puritans remained in England to attempt to change the church

III. Massachusetts Bay Colony
1. 1620’s John Winthrop wanted to create a model community for Christians to copy 

2. All freemen received elected representation and the right to vote 

3. New England Way: a relationship between church and state

4. Focused on education, in 1636 created Harvard College

IV. Rhode Island
1. Roger Williams was banished and founded Rhode Island in 1636

2. He believed in separation between church and state

3. Anne Hutchinson was a preacher and was banished from Massachusetts Bay 

4. In 1663 guaranteed religious freedom for all Christians and even Jews 

V. Connecticut
1. Thomas Hooker established the Connecticut valley Colony

2. The Treaty of Hartford in 1638 gave the colonists the Pequot lands

3. In 1639 the Fundamental Orders of Connecticut were written

4. Granted individual rights and was the first written constitution in the colonies\

5. Created Yale university

VI. New Hampshire

1. New Hampshire was a planned colony

2. Captain John Mason sent settlers to the new territory to create a fishing colony

3. In 1691, it became the royal Province of New Hampshire
