Previous Minutes
Minutes of the January 15, 2014 meeting were reviewed and Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the minutes and Trustee Newell                                        second. The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all trustees present. The motion carried 4-0.

Executive Meeting Minutes-

Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the executive minutes of January, 2015 and Trustee Luttrell second. The motion was approved by a unanimous vote of all trustees present. The motion carried 4-0. 

February 11, 2015, Trustee Luttrel1 made a motion to go into executive session at 9:28 p.m., to discuss personnel matters second by Trustee Brockhouse. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; and Luttrell, yes. The motion carried 4-0.

Special Meeting Minutes- 
Bills and Transfers – 

President Drake presented the bills and transfers totaling $19,358.11. Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the bills and transfers and Trustee Luttrell second. On roll call vote, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; and Luttrell, yes. The motion carried 4-0.  

Financial Report- 

President Drake presented the financial report. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the financial report and Trustee Surratt second. On roll call, the following votes were cast: Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; Luttrell, yes and Brockhouse, yes. The motion carried 4-0. 
Water Superintendent’s Report-

A report was turned in by Richard Albers and presented by Village President Drake.  Richard did regular maintenance for water and sewer plant, also regular monthly water meter readings for billing.  Routinely checking water samples and sending EPA water samples for testing and checking water pump stations, daily rounds of testing water.  Move concrete from 120 Superior to the Lagoon. Met with representatives from Pall and Leander Construction at plant, as to replace the clamps and one of the air releases and brought new dehumidifier. Clamp on skid B leaking, then called Pall and Dave Andrews started putting B6X in alleyways. Plowed snow for 2.5 hours on Sunday 1/31/2015.  Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the water report and Trustee Luttrell second. On roll call, the following votes were cast: Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; Luttrell, yes and Brockhouse yes. The motion carried 4-0. 
Rescue Squad Report-

There have been9 responses since last month. CARS finished the call with 70 and 28 transports. Ambulances 3-H-11 and 3-H-99 are back in service. The informational meeting for the upcoming EMT class was held.  There were 11 individuals that attended the meeting and several have contacted Derek and Bryce that are interested, but were not able to attend the meeting.  Bryce will schedule a meeting at Triopia Jr. High School for any seniors that are interested in attending the training. Trustee Newell made a motion to approve the CARS report and Trustee Luttrell second.  On roll call, the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes, Surratt, yes; and Luttrell yes. The motion carried 4-0.
Fire Department Report-

Fire Chief Scott Pahlmann submitted a report for the fire department. There were calls 1/15/2015 possible structure fire, 1175 Brockhouse Rd. Concord. 2/1/2015 Auto residential alarm, and 2/2/15 extinguish village brush pile. There will be training on 2/12/2015 at the State Fire Marshal Investigator Terry Ooms. On 4/9/2015 there is a LP Burn scheduled from 6:00pm to 10:00 pm Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Luttrell second. On roll call; the following votes were cast; Hamilton, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; and Luttrell, yes. The motion carried 4-0. 

Police Report-
Police Chief Tyler Aring submitted a police report; hours worked by Tyler, 28.5, Ryan, 38 and Alex, 15, Martin 11 and Mackenzie 19 hours.  A total of 7 traffic stops, 2 citations, 5 warnings. Fines collected $243.80, E-Citation $4.00 and Police vehicle $0.00. 

Trustee Surratt made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Brockhouse second. On roll call, the following votes were cast; Luttrel1, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; and Surratt, yes. The motion carried 4-0.

Old Business

Water Upgrade/Utility project-

Bryan Cannon from Benton and Associates gave a report of the water treatment plant progress. The releases have been filed for liens against Leander Construction Co., and the cost of liquidations settlement. The estimates for the roof repair will be sought.  

Cameron Jones from Benton and Associates reported information of the Waste water treatment plant aeration improvements for the village, as option 2 modifying would be an approximate $97,000.00 cost to the village. Cameron will write a letter to the EPA for time line aeration disinfection improvement project to be completed by. A SRF loan could be obtained by the village for treatment plant aeration improvements. 

Trustee Brockhouse made a motion to approve the report and Trustee Luttrell second. On roll call the following votes were cast; Surratt, yes; Luttrell, yes; Brockhouse, yes; and Newell, yes.  The motion carried 4-0.   

New Business
 Approve on Ordinance Amending Ordinance No. 2013-11 Regulating the Sale of Alcoholic Liquors. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve the amending Ordinance No. 2013-11 and Trustee Surratt second Trustee Newell second.  On roll call the following votes were cast; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; Luttrell, yes. The motion carried 4-0. 

The liquor license application received from FS Stop requesting a temporary waiver of manager resident requirement for Fast Stop Gas Stop. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to approve a temporary waiver and Trustee Newell second.  On roll call the following votes were cast; Luttrell, yes; Newell, yes; Surratt, yes; Brockhouse, yes. The motion carried 4-0. 

Trustees discussed the request for sewer credit from 914 Congress St. Paul Williams. The board did not approve a sewer credit due to no letter received.  The board will discuss it at next month’s meeting if a letter is submitted.   

Trustees discussed the request for sewer credit for 816 Congress St. Amber Jacobson water leak.  The leak found was between the outside water faucet and main line into house. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to credit Amber Jacobson’s sewer bill for $336.07 and Trustee Brockhouse second. On roll call the following votes were cast; Surratt, yes; Luttrell, yes; Brockhouse, yes and Newell, yes. The motion carried 4-0.  

Trustees discussed the property at 714 Superior for water lien and building nuisance and authorizing abatement. The Resolution Ordinance No. 2007-9, reading Declaring a Nuisance and Authorizing Abatement Thereof for the Village of Chapin. Trustee Luttrell made a motion to send a certified letter to the owners of 714 Superior property and Trustee Surratt second. On roll call the following votes were cast; Surratt, yes; Luttrell, yes; Brockhouse, yes and Newell, yes. The motion carried 4-0. 

Trustees discussed the procedures for collecting delinquent sewer and water accounts and disconnecting service. No action was taken. 

Trustees discussed foreclosure of lien at 955 Gilliland Lane; treasure will file with additional costs of recording fees, attorney fees. Thomas Ricky is the owner, but unable to locate. Cletus and Judy Davidson have previously paid for real-estate taxes.   

Trustees discussed the complaint for foreclosure of lien on 815 Superior.  The balance of the water bill owed is $330.16, to reconnect water need to pay current bill plus the cost of recording lien fees, reconnect fee of $75.00 would bring total to $542.16. Trustee made a motion that total payment be paid and Trustee Newell second. On roll call the following votes were cast; Luttrell, yes; Brockhouse, yes; Newell, yes and Surratt, yes. The motion carried 4-0.  

Adjournment-
Trustee Newell made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 10:25 pm and Trustee Surratt second. The motion was unanimously approved by all trustees.
