I. The Twenties
· period of American prosperity and optimism

· period of rising intolerance and isolation

II. The Lynching of Leo Frank
· Leo Frank, a Jew, was arrested in 1913 for murder 
· Frank was hanged by a 25-man lynch mob in 1915
III. The Red Scare
· The Russian Revolution called for an end to capitalism 
· caused suspicion of communists 
· Known as the Red Scare

· Palmer raids: jailed anarchists and communists 
· 560 were deported
IV. The Trial of Sacco and Vanzetti
· Sacco and Vanzetti 

· Italian anarchists sentenced to death

· convicted because of their political views 

· Put to death in 1927

· This event showed the anti-immigrant, and anti-anarchist sentiment in the U.S

V. The Scopes Trial
· called the "Monkey Trial"

· Scopes taught Darwin's theory of evolution

· This was illegal because it went against the divine creation of humans

· Scopes was found guilty and fined $100

VI. The Rise of the Ku Klux Klan
· Ku Klux Klan or (KKK)

· devoted to “100 percent Americanism” 
· 1They were against blacks, Roman Catholics, Jews, and foreign-born people
· They dominated state politics in many states

· But their violence made them lose support by the 1930s
