FATHER SAM’S CORNER

January 20, 2019

Second Sunday in Ordinary Time

Gospel: John 2:1-11 The Wedding Feast at Cana

The Bride and the Groom

The prophet Isaiah, in a statement of breathtaking audacity, says to the people Israel, “Your builder (God)
wants to marry you.” Isaiah goes on to say that when the Messiah comes, he will preside at a great wedding
banquet at which “juicy meats and pure, choice wine” will be served. Indeed, he tells us, there will be
intoxicating drink in such abundance that “the very hills will run with wine.”

At a first-century Jewish wedding, it was the responsibility of the bridegroom to provide the wine. This
explains why, at the Wedding at Cana upon tasting the water-made wine, the steward came directly to the
groom with his puzzled observation: “Usually people serve the best wine first and then later a lesser vintage,
but you have saved the best wine for last.” In changing water into wine, Jesus was in fact acting as the
definitive bridegroom, fulfilling the prophecy of Isaiah that Yahweh would indeed come to marry his people.
Moreover, in providing 180 gallons (the superabundant, excessive amount that John’s Gospel precisely
reports), he was hinting at Isaiah’s expectation that the hills themselves would run with wine. This is why St.
Paul could speak of the love of husband and wife as a great “mystery,” that is to say, a sacred sign, which
speaks of Christ’s love for his body, the Church. Brides and grooms in the ordinary sense symbolically evoke
the Groom and the Bride.

Jesus performed a miracle long ago, transforming water into wine, but our Mass reaches its climax in the
moment when the same Lord performs an even more extraordinary sign, transubstantiating bread into his
body and wine into his blood. The great wedding banquet is re-presented sacramentally at every Mass,
when Christ provides, not ordinary wine, but his very blood to drink.

The above is an abridged version of the article A Bride And Groom, The Bride And The Groom published on June 27,
2017 by Bishop Robert Barron, an auxiliary bishop of the Archdiocese of Los Angeles and founder of the global
media ministry, Word on Fire. The article is based on the homily Bishop Barron gave at the wedding of his niece.

LA ESQUINA DEL PADRE SAM

Evangelio: Juan 2:1-11 La Fiesta de Bodas en Cana

La Novia y El Novio

El Profeta Isaias, en una declaracion asombrosa y audaz, le dice al pueblo de Israel “su hacedor (Dios)
desea casarse con ustedes”. Isaias, da ese pronunciamiento cuando el Mesias esta por llegar, El presidira un
gran banquete de bodas en la cual seran servidas “las mas jugosas carnes, pure y vino”. Asi, tambien El, nos
dice, a nosostros, que se intoxicara bebiendo en abundancia, y “que correra el vino por las altas colinas”.

Como, la primera boda judia de principios de siglo, era la responsabilidad del novio proveer el vino.
Esto, explica el porque en las Bodas de Cana, al probar el agua convertida en vino, el mayordomo vino
directamente al novio con una observacion perpleja: “Usualmente, las personas sirven el mejor vino primero y
luego sirven el vino de menor y mas baja cosecha, pero, tu haz servido el mejor vino de ultimo”. Al
transformar el agua en vino, Jesus estaba de hecho actuando como el novio definitivo, cumpliendo asi la
profecia de Isaias de que Jehovah de hecho venia a casarse con su pueblo. Ademas, proveyendo 180 galones
(la super-abundante, excesiva cantidad que en el Evangelio de Juan, precisamente notaba) asi, El estaba
reconociendo la profecia de Isaias que decia: que por las altas Colinas correria vino. Esto, es porque San
Pablo, podria hablar del amor del esposo y la esposa como un gran “misterio”, es decir, un signo sagrado, el
cual habla del amor de su cuerpo, la Iglesia. Novias y Novios, en el sentido ordinario, simbolizan y evocan a
La Novia y El Novio.

Jesus, realizo un milagro hace mucho tiempo, transformando el agua en vino, pero, nuestra Iglesia
alcanzo su punto maximo en el momento cuando el mismo Senor, realizo un evento el mas extraordinario y
simbolico, transformando el pan en su Cuerpo y el vino en su Sangre. El gran banquete de bodas es
representado sacramentalmente, en cada Misa, cuando Cristo provee, no vino ordinario, pero si su preciosa y
verdadera sangre para beberla.

El articulo presentado arriba es una version reducida del articulo Un Novio y Novia, La Novia y El Novio obra
publicada en Junio 27 del 2017, por el Obispo Robert Barron, Obispo Auxiliar de Los Angeles y fundador de global
media ministry, Word on Fire. El articulo, antes escrito, esta basado sobre la homilia que el Obispo Barron, dio en
la boda de su sobrina.
