Some minor scratches and nicks here and 

there. A few coats for Tru-Oil were used to 

recondition the bow.  The Cascade cost 

$105 back in the day which in 2020 adjust-

ed dollars is equivalent to $701.00 

 

Comes with a brand new Dacron string.
