Call to Order:  Mr. Fisher called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. 

Pledge of Allegiance:  Pledge was recited

Roll Call:  Linda Gee and Todd Neville were absent
Agenda Changes: Dave Williams added the Hastings Christmas parade

Approval of the Agenda: (22-11/17-01) By general consent the agenda was presented with change approved and passed.
Approval of the Minutes: (22-11/17-02) By general consent the minutes from the October  20th  meeting was presented and approved.

Treasurer's Report: (22-11/17-03) By general consent the accounts payables in the amount of $64,068.90 was presented and approved. 
Engineers Report: Scott inspected the three piped areas needing upsizing; Light and Helena 48”, Guzman and Wanda 18' and Ebert and Paltaka 42” and he will run a engineering cost for work. The District can submit a Block grant to cover the cost or do in house for about $30k per Mike. He also discussed the need to move up Paltka Blvd paving as well as Helena as it was deferred last year as we did FE Blvd. Scott is still awaiting the Hastings Drainage permit approval for the Wesley Smith project on Cracker Swamp.
Regular Meeting Items: Shirley Lassier is requesting a town name change to USPS from Hastings to Flagler Estates, FL 32145.  She needs the Board of Supervisors to submit a letter for this change since they are a governing body of a special district.  Russ Castleberry reminded all the Board is governed under Chapter 298 for Road and Drainage only and not a governing body of a town or city and legally not authorized to do so.
Attorney Report: None
District Administrator Report:  Linda submitted her written report to the Board 
District Foreman Report: Mike reviewed his report on the crews work for culvert installations, violations, mowing, grading, road/equipment repairs and ditch cleaning. He also added there has been a huge amount of Sign damage within the community and requested to buy pipes, rip rap and black top patch.

Consent Agenda:(22-11/17-04) By general consent the Board agreed for Mike to purchase rip rap, black top patch and culvert pipes in the amount of $23,573.80.
Old Business:  None
Public Comments: Brett Adams inquired about paving the rest of FE Blvd.  Dave Williams replied there is no update yet from the County on the funds.  Bill Fisher invited Shirley Lassiter from CRA to speak about changing the town name from Hastings to Flagler Estates and requested a letter from the governing Board.  Russell Castleberry replied The Board of Supervisors governs an independent Special District operating pursuant to Chapter 298 Florida Statues. The District authority is limited to Roads and Water Control only. Being a special purpose type of governing entity as opposed to a general purpose type for a Town, City or County and the District is certainly NOT one of those things.
