Sections need dates on SRGD to be able to register. Especially the census date has to be saved on this screen. The census date is needed for the ICR report and the Estimated FTE report. There may be others – but these are enough to make it critical.
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Default dates for 16 week classes can be put on ACTM (detail from RYAT).
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…but these will not be the same dates needed for 1st 8 week, 2nd 8 week, etc. This is where XDCD comes in. XDCD sets up sections to calculate their own dates for SRGD when you rebuild meeting dates. 
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When you build a section, put in the building, room, days, times, and then rebuild meeting dates, according to the above XDCD setup…

1 - the census date is calculated based on a 16 week course requirement
2 – the prereg Start and End dates default in from ACTM

3 – the Reg start date defaults in from ACTM, the Reg end date becomes the day before the first meeting date.

4 – the Add & Drop Start Dates become the day of the first meeting date.

5 – the add & Drop End Dates become the same as the census date.

6 – the Drop Reqd Date becomes the day after the census date.

You will need to meet on your campus to decide what is the best setup for your college of XDCD, but once you have it setup, you shouldn’t have to change it. 

The Cont Wks will always be 16, even when calculating 8 week sections. At first we thought we had to change it to the number of weeks for the section, but that did not work. It seems to calculate everything correctly leaving it at 16. Some colleges have had issues with some of the calculated census date, but you can override the date calculated if needed.

Internet classes (or classes with no meeting days and times) will not calculate dates on SRGD. If you have all of your dates on ACTM, when you build your section, detail into SRGD, it will ask you this: (Section date overrides do not exist. Do you want to add them (Y/N)?, answer ‘Y’ to enter SRGD and all the default dates will populate into the screen from ACTM. You can save out, but if the dates are all the same, i.e. you make no changes, it does not actually save the dates in the section. (And especially the census date needs to be saved, as mentioned before.) 

So what we did, was leave off the Drop Grades Req’d date from ACTM. So when we detail to SRGD on an internet class, all we have to enter on 16 week classes is the Drop Grades Req’d date. On other classes we had to adjust more dates. Then when you save out of the screen, all dates are saved and all reports are happy.

For Cont Ed, on ACTM, we only put dates for Prereg Start and End and Reg Start. 

Since we do not ‘Pre-reg’ in CE, the Prereg Start and End dates are the same and are the day before any registration would be done for that semester. The Reg Start date is the first date for any registration for that semester. The rest of the dates will calculate from XDCD, except for internet which will have to be manually entered. 
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
