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  The Immaculate Conception monthly 
meal of either ziti or rice and beans will be 
collected next Saturday, May 1st one half hour 
before the 5 p.m. Mass and on Sunday May 
2nd, one half hour before the 9:30 and 11:30 
a.m. Masses.  Trays will be available for 
those who wish to donate food beginning this Saturday and 
Sunday, April 24th and 25th. 

World Day of Prayer is observed on Sunday, April 25, 2021  also known as 

“Good Shepherd Sunday.”  The purpose of the World Day of Prayer for 

Vocations is to publicly fulfill the Lord’s instruction to, “Pray the Lord of the 

harvest to send laborers into his harvest” (Mt 9:38; Lk 

10:2).  As a climax to a prayer that is continually offered 

throughout the Church, it affirms the primacy of faith and 

grace in all that concerns vocations to the priesthood 

and to the consecrated life.  While appreciating all 

vocations, the Church concentrates its attention this day 

on vocations to the ordained ministries (priesthood and 

diaconate), to the Religious life in all its forms (male and 

female, contemplative and apostolic), to societies of apostolic life, to secular 

institute in their diversity of services and membership, and to the missionary 

life, in the particular sense of mission “ad gentes”.  2021 marks the 58th 

Anniversary of the World Day of Prayer for Vocations. 

Rainbows consist of light waves of differing wavelengths reflect-
ing and refracting off water droplets in the air, then dispersing at 
slightly different angles.  Without the rain droplets, there would 
be not rainbow.  The same rain that flooded the earth formed the 
rainbow that symbolized the promise that no such flood would 
ever occur again.  The sun, which had been blotted out during the 
forty days of devastating rain, now shone brightly on the droplets 
of rain to produce the benign bow.  
 
 
The covenant that God made with Noah and his family is unlike 
any other covenant or agreement ever made.  In other cases, one 
party can break the contract and it will become null and void.  
Not so with God’s covenant.  It survived the tower at Babel to be 
renewed with Abraham.  It continued despite the Israelites’ grum-
bling and disobedience and was renewed with Moses.  God re-
newed it with David and his descendants and fulfilled it in Jesus.  
Through all these generations, faithful or not, the covenant has 
kept God’s people tethered to God. 
 
 
Immediately after the Spirit descends upon Jesus when He is bap-
tized this same Spirit drives Him into the desert to be tempted by 
Satan.  Jesus withstands temptation, strengthening Him for His 
ministry, which He begins by proclaiming, “This is the time of 
fulfillment.  The kingdom of God is at hand.  Repent, and believe 
in the gospel” (Mark 1:15).  We may have heard the same words 
just a few days ago when we were signed with the ashes that were 
traced on our foreheads in the shape of that cross that Jesus ac-
cepted and asks us all to do as well.  May we be strengthened 
over these forty days so that we might carry our crosses.

HOW IS THE LORD CALLING ME TO GUIDE OTHERS? 
 
 

Today’s first reading takes place one day after Peter healed a man 
in the temple area who had been paralyzed from birth.  He has been 

called before the Sanhedrin, who were upset 
that he was preaching that Jesus was raised 
from the dead.  It wasn’t that long before that 
Peter had denied having anything to do with 
Jesus.  But this time Peter does not back 
down.  Not only does he passionately testify 

that the man was healed in Jesus’ name, he accuses them of cruci-
fying the Messiah, the Christ.  What gave Peter the boldness he so 
sorely lacked on Good Friday?  Perhaps the first line gives us a 
clue.  He was filled with the Holy Spirit, that source of fortitude, 
who strengthened him then and us now in proclaiming our faith, 
even when it is not easy to do so. 
 
 
Today’s readings refer to us as chil-
dren and as a flock of sheep, suggest-
ing to some that we are subservient or 
infantile.  But this is not the intent.  
John call us children of God, and God 
loves and nurtures us as parents love 
and nurture their children.  Jesus calls 
us a flock of sheep in the sense of 
being guided and cared for by the one 
who watches over us.  We are still 
free to stray, but we know that ultimately the Good Shepherd laid 
down His life for us. 
 
 
Today is World Day of Prayer for Vocations.  We pray that men 
and women listen for the Lord’s call and respond generously and 
courageously.  Jesus gives us the model of service in his identifica-
tion as the Good Shepherd, leading, guiding, and protecting His 
flock.  Let us pray for many good shepherds who will care for the 
flock of the one true Shepherd.
