
“Last Invitation to Heaven” 
Revelation 22:13-21 

I. The last Invitation of Jesus to Life Eternal -  

A. This is the Lord’s final call to come to salvation.     

1. The Holy spirit says, “Come”.   Why? 

2. The church says, “come”.  The rapture is the blessed hope of 
truth filled believers.  

3. Let the unconverted say, “come”.  (Why?)  

II. Christ provides four inducements to “Come” to heaven’s glory.   

A. Come because of Christ Himself – He is the greatest 
inducement to live for.  

Revelation 22:13,16 — "13 “I am the Alpha and the Omega, the 
first and the last, the beginning and the end.” …. 16 “I, Jesus, have 
sent My angel to testify to you these things for the churches. I am 
the root and the descendant of David, the bright morning star.”   

1. V13 – Christ identify Himself in by His divinity-  

a.  Alpha and the Omega – Complete authority 

b.  First and the last -  Timeless existence  

c.  Beginning and the end – Sovereign creator.  

2. V16 – Christ identifies Himself in His humanity. 

a.  “Root” means ancestor and so David came forth from 
Jesus when God made Adam.  

b.  “Descendant” means He also came forth from David.  

B. Come because of the surpassing honor of living with God – 
Heaven is exclusive.  

Revelation 22:14–15 — "14 Blessed are those who wash their 
robes, so that they may have the right to the tree of life, and may 
enter by the gates into the city. 15 Outside are the dogs and the 
sorcerers and the immoral persons and the murderers and the 
idolaters, and everyone who loves and practices lying.”  

1. Only to those trust in the blood of Christ for their salvation.  

2. These have the unstoppable right to take of that fruit.   

3. Only these will parade through the gates into eternal glory.  

C. Come because of the certainty of Revelation – its truth will 
come to pass.  

Revelation 22:18-19 – “18 I testify to everyone who hears the 
words of the prophecy of this book: if anyone adds to them, God 
will add to him the plagues which are written in this book; 19 and 
if anyone takes away from the words of the book of this 
prophecy, God will take away his part from the tree of life and 
from the holy city, which are written in this book.”  

1. A Warning – to those who deliberately falsify or 
misrepresent His written word to others.  2 Peter 3:16  

2. Every true believer should have a humble reverence of Holy 
Scripture. 2 Timothy 2:15  

D. Come NOW, because Christ is coming soon.   

Revelation 22:20–21 — "20 He who testifies to these things says, 
“Yes, I am coming quickly.” Amen. Come, Lord Jesus. 21 The grace 
of the Lord Jesus be with all. Amen.”  

1. In verse 12 mentioned is purpose: My reward is with Me, to 
render to every man according to what he has done.   

2. Amen is the agreement and expectation of every disciple of 
Jesus Christ.  – 2 Tim 4:8   

Come fully to the LORD today:  
1. Come and make me clean (cleanse my sin)   
2. Come and reign in me.  
3. Come and make me a blessing to many.  

Revelation 22:17 “The Spirit and the bride say, “Come.” And let the 
one who hears say, “Come.” And let the one who is thirsty come; let 
the one who wishes take the water of life without cost. 
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
