A call for candidates to be made effective February 21 - Februa ry 28,2OL7 followed by an
electioneffectiveMarchL-March3l-,2OI7 fortwovacantseatsontheBoard. Thenewpositions
would take effect on April I,2Ot7.
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Currently there is no mechanísm to make an amendment to the lGA. Two recommendations were
made by Mr. Walsh:

1) A proposal to allow 2/3 of voting members to make changes to tGA; and
2) To include a mechanism to make changes to the lGA.

The 5500 PPO has a loss ratío of 'J.45Yo, not driven by Rx. The SL,500 PPO is running better at 65%; The
HDHP is running wellat 3O%;The combined PPO's are running aI89%. There is one large PPO claim
over $50,000. HMO is running better at73%. There is large Rx activity within HMO. Overall, claims are
at76Yo, Rx at2L%. The Employee Navigator data is being acquired from member libraries and
Assurance will review the dat-a and begin to build tables within the database. Assurance is hoping to
roll the database out in the 3'o quarter. The administrative survey was updated and is ready to bõ
distributed in the Spring. A discussion of the Spring Meeting date and time was confirmed for April L8th
at 1-0:00 a.m. following the Board Meeting at 9:00 a.m.

7') Lauterbach & Amen, LLP: Updates
LIMRiCC's CD with Hinsdale Bank will expire on 4/t/I7. Current rates to renew are very low at Hinsdale
Bank. lt was suggested to look into other options for investment.
