at meat shoot which allows me to range officer; take
pictures, offer help if someone needs & just visit with
everyone.

As you folks have read our Land owner has offered us
the use of the North end of the ranch to set up a
socially distanced range which we at the Buckhorn
worked on all Sumwer & Fall except when the Fire kept
us out. It got a Little close for comfort. The firing line
is 360 feet long & has 25 yard, 50 yard, 75 100 &
Steel spread along it.

I never know what we are going to shoot until I get to
the range the Saturday before to Hang Steel, set
spinners, allot for 1 paper target, Pistol, Shotgun,
Knife, Hawk & Spear. This year it was bitter cold &
windy so my set took a little longer as | tried to use my
Van to block the wind.

This year | had a spinner that you had to spin both
clockwise & counter clockwise. Next up was a short
starter match shooting 4 dowels mounted into a
vertical 2x2. A Chunk Match where you laid on the
ground & rest your rifle over the Log. Next up was the
most fun for me, Smoking Toes had built a Log Bench
that sowme of you folks had burnt your names in, | set it
perpendicular to the firing line & they had to lay on if,
either on their back, side, or belly. When this one
started | was the spotter but everyone quit shooting to
watch how the guys were going to attempt it. The
comwments & explicative’s were Hilarious. 1 had gotten a
FUN target from the NMLRA TG 2419. [t wasa
challenge at 29 yards. Pistol was next. X-Stick is
always fun. Rattle Pole is a timer where you drop a ball
& wmust get your Capped or Primed rifle up, acquire the
target & fire before the ball hits the Tin Cup. Shotgun\
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Skinners | did not have any
information on the Shoot put on
by Two Dogs (Tom B.), Trapper Tom
(Pwain T.) or Lone Elk (Fred N.) o
make up a newsletter.

Smokin’ Toes shooting off cross Sticks
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Smoothbore was next. Then on to Tomahawk, Knife &
Spear.

10 Matches in all & each shooter had to complete 7 of
thewm. 1do this cuz some members have physical
limitations & others don’t participate in everything.
The quys score their own cards & Gutshot enters them
in the log book. At the end of the shoot everyone has
brought a chunk of meat to throw on the blanket, we
pull the biggest turkey for the landowner to smoke &
enjoy with their family as a way for the Buckhorn
Skinners to say Thanks.

High score to Low with
Pumpkin pie & Beer.
