$877.53. Ending checkbook balance $1,622.47.

Ending checkbook balance: $23,108.33, outstanding checks $500.00, statement balance
$23,608.33.

Restricted funds $102,854.15, unrestricted funds $4,254.18, CD matures 1/31/2023
$85,000.00 at 0.83%. Checkbook balance $23,108.33. Total Monies $108,108.33.
