II. Federalists

· Supported the Constitution
· Supported a strong central government

· Well organized, have funding, higher classes

· Federalist Papers

· Series of articles supporting the Constitution

· Written by Hamilton, Jay and Madison

· Also supported by Washington and Franklin

· Argued against a Bill of Rights

III. Anti-Federalists

· Opposed ratification of the Constitution

· Wanted a weak federal government

· Poorly organized, no funding, poor urban workers

· Did not want to threaten states rights

· Wanted a Bill of Rights to declare and protect the rights of the people

· Key leaders: Jefferson, Hancock, Patrick Henry and Sam Adams

IV. Ratification

· Federalists promise to add a Bill of Rights

· Ratification was successful 

· New government formed in 1789

· Madison drafts the first 10 amendments of the Constitution
· March 1789- Washington become first president
