Monthly Report for February 2016
This is the monthly report for the Month of February 2016 from the Bloomfield Police Department.  It is the police department’s goal to keep the citizens of Bloomfield Township/Village informed as to the police department’s activities, statistics, and community projects.  It is very important that the citizens be aware of the various concerns that have and are occurring within our community.
During the month of February 2016 the police department received seven, (7), theft from automobile complaints occurring in the Pell Lake subdivision.  ALL of these vehicles had been left unlocked allowing easy access to the vehicle contents.  Please be sure to lock all of your vehicles after parking, this is the most effective way to prevent the property inside your vehicle from being stolen.   Almost all of the theft from motor vehicle complaints received by the police department involve unlocked vehicles. 
On Monday, February 15, 2016 at approximately 4:11pm officers arrested a 37-year-old male for bail jumping.  The male subject was determined to have been consuming intoxicating beverages at the Big House in violation of his bond conditions.  A charge of bail jumping has been forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s office.

On Saturday, February 27, 2016 at approximately 1:35am officers received a burglary complaint/operate vehicle without owner’s consent complaint.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 22-year-old male subject was arrested and confined in the Walworth County Jail.  Charges of burglary and operating a motor vehicle without owner’s consent were forwarded to the Walworth County District Attorney’s office. 

On Saturday, February 27, 2016 at approximately 12:50pm officers responded to the area of Hwy U and Hwy 12 for a hit & run property damage only accident.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 32-year old male subject was issued citations for hit & run property damage, operate motor vehicle while suspended, operate motor vehicle without insurance and resisting/obstructing a police officer.

During the month of February 2016 officers from the Bloomfield Police Department affected 14 arrests for warrants issued by the Bloomfield Municipal Court satisfying approximately $4,500.00 in outstanding forfeitures[image: image1.jpg]



During the month of February 2016 the Bloomfield Police Department responded to 951 calls for service compared to 754 calls for service during the month of February 2015.  During the month of February 2016 the police department affected 112 arrests for various violations of Bloomfield Municipal Ordinances and Wisconsin State Statutes compared to 75 arrests during the month of February 2015.
