In 1998, she is selected as a Pilot in training, and in 2000, she is promoted to pilot. As a result of the reorganization of 2007,
she becomes part of the division of traffic operations, where she works up to the present.
Captain Romero is the second female pilot in the Panama Canal. She has excelled in her career as one of the Panamanian
pioneers in occupations on board floating equipment with a level of qualification of CP4 step 9. She was the second female
Panamanian tugboat captain and the first Panamanian femalePilot in the canal’s history (second female pilot after an American
who has already retired). In the last three decades, women have won respect and deserved compensation. They show skill,
strength and passion in what they do; their tasks are very well rewarded, similar to their male counterparts who have the same
time plying these waters. Capt. Vilma Romero, is the one of the two women who currently pilot ships in the Panama Canal.
Mrs. Vilma Romero is from La Chorrera and proud mother of three children: Eric, Rafael and Alejandro.

The construction of the Panama Canal started in 1904 with a great concern to solve:
health problems. To help alleviating this situation, the first woman was hired the
same year to work in the Canal as Nursing Superintendent, Mary E. Hibbard. The
participation of women in the Canal has evolved a lot since then, when the first
employment was one traditionally feminine: nurse. Today, the Executive Vice
President of Engineering and Program Management, the highest post occupied by a
woman in the Canal, is the engineer Ilya Espino de Marotta, the head of the great
project of expansion.
Mrs. Romero is an electromechanical engineer who begins herfunctions with the
Panama Canal Commission in 1981, as a tugboat mate apprentice. She completed
the program in 1984 and is promoted to towboat mate trainee innavigation division.
A year later, she receives a promotion as tugboat mate and in 1987 is promoted to
Captain of tugboat in the Services Division of the Canal. Herposition is realigned in
1997 to the Division of Maritime Traffic.

Born in Colón, Panamá and a resident of Los Angeles for more than forty years,
Angela is an accomplished publisher, graphic artist, designer, and photographer, as
well as a curator of art and photography and a leader in the non-profit arts arena,
including a stint as co-director of the Reel Rasquache Art & Film Festival. Today, her
own work has expanded from drawing and painting to include photography and
digital art. Her work continues to be recognized; Angela hasparticipated in more than
fifty group shows since the late 70s, and is a frequent featured artist in exhibitions and
themed events.
In all her work, the rich, almost overwhelming colors that are part of her Latino
cultural and personal perspective spill out of the images and fill the surrounding
world. Meanwhile, the images themselves, whether in color or black and white,
always surprise with their simplicity and strength. Through its continuing evolution,
the goal of Angela’s work has always remained the same: to recreate the images and
inhabitants of our commonplace, real world, investing themwith new life and power,

creating “a little space,” as Angela calls it, “a window intothe world of my imagination.”
In recent years, she has worked as a curator of a wide range of art exhibitions, includingShut Up & Shoot: A Photography
Show of Unexpected Moments, Cityscapes, Landscapes & In Between: A Black & White Photography Show, for the past seven
years her images have been included in theLatino Heritage Calendar for the city of Los Angeles. She is also the publisher of
SeFijaOnline.com, a popular web site on Latino Hollywood. Her photographs andpaintings are in many private collections.

Born and raised in Panama and then she moved to California to continue her college
years, bringing with her an insatiable interest in culturalexchange and diversity; this
enthusiasm learned and fueled by her mother’s creativity, teacher who instilled in her
students the process of learning about themselves and theirclassmates’ cultural
background; Melissa believes that learning promote humility, recognizing how much we
have to learn from the world’s history.

Mrs. Shepherd is apsychotherapist graduated from Antioch University in Los Angeles,
serving for over 18 years and dedicated herself to design andpresent programs on how
to live with GUSTO by taking charge of one’s health in body, mind, and spirit.

Her clinical practice includes speaking engagements to audiences like the Los Angeles Police Department psychologists, Writers’
Guild of America, UCLA Human Resources students, Association of Los Angeles County African-American Employees, Latino
Behavioral Health Institute Conference, California StateUniversity Los Angeles faculty; and Community Parenting Program in
the City of Santa Clarita.
Besides her private clinical practice, she is a psychotherapist at the California Institute of the Arts and Adjunct Faculty in the
School of Cultural and Family Psychology at Pacific Oaks College and Children’s School. Her book “Living Deliciously:
Recipes to Welcome Joy into Our Lives” is a compilation of hernewsletters including exercises and reflections on how to
“squeeze the juice” out of life. Melissa’s forthcoming book, “From Burnout to Bliss”, will another tool for preventing and
emerging from a sense of being stuck professionally and personally. Melissa collaborates with the community as Vice-President
of the International Society of Black Latinos, an organization that endeavors to expand knowledge about Latinos in the African
Diaspora through workshops and special events.

Panamanian scientific, works for NASA for more than ten years, in research and
studies of terrestrial phenomena using satellite images ofadvanced technology, from
the Jet Propulsion Laboratory (JPL) located in Pasadena, California, one of the twelve
NASA centers in the United States, that specializes in the robotic exploration of the
universe, including the study of our planet. In the section where she works with the
lens toward the Earth, is where with great enthusiasm and professionalism she conducts
research related to global processes, climatic changes andtheir effects.

Of the various projects in which she participates, she is part of the team of scientists
that on January 31, 2015 placed in Earth orbit the NASA satellite called SMAP (Soil
Moisture Active Passive), which has the purpose of getting comprehensive information
about the cycles of water and carbon of our planet. Frequently, she participates in
scientific conferences in different parts of the world; in December of 2011, she was part
of the delegation of four scientists from the NASA before theUnited Nations Summit
on Climate Change (COP17) held in Durban, South Africa.

She obtained her degree in Electrical Engineering from Embry Riddle Aeronautical University in Prescott, Arizona, andthen her
master's degrees and doctorate in Applied Physics on the Environment, at the University of Dundee in the UK.

Erika is involved with a great deal of interest in activitiesrelated to the overpowering of young people, to whom she encourages to
study with perseverance and discipline, to take advantage of the opportunities in the field of science and technology. Annually,
she participates in the Adelante Mujer Latina conference inLos Angeles, to encourage young Latino students in science-related
careers. Also in Panama, she supports activities in schoolsand organizations interested in promoting science and technology.

For her career as a scientist and her interest inspiring future generations, she was selected by the Los Angeles Weekly magazine in
its annual edition of personalities of May 2011, as one of theseventy most outstanding people in the city of Los Angeles.

Laffit Alejandro Pincay, Jr., born in Panama City, Panama, was flat racing's all-time
winningest jockey, still holding second place many years after his retirement. He
competed primarily in the United States.
Pincay learned to ride by watching his father who was a jockeyat many tracks in
Panama and Venezuela. He began his riding career in Panama and in 1966 prominent
horseman Fred W. Hooper and agent Camilo Marin sponsored himto come to the
United States and ride under contract. He started his American career at Arlington
Park in Chicago and won eight of his first eleven races. During his career, Pincay was
voted the prestigious George Woolf Memorial Jockey Award in1970; he was voted
the Mike Venezia Memorial Award in 1996 for "extraordinary sportsmanship and
citizenship“; and also thee Eclipse Award for Outstanding Jockey on five occasions &
the United States' leading jockey seven times.
In 1973, Pincay rode Sham, they won the Santa Anita Derby and placed second in the Wood Memorial. Sham was considered the
best horse in the west, and they were second choice in the Kentucky Derby, behind Secretariat. Pincay was inducted into the
National Museum of Racing and Hall of Fame in 1975.
He won the Kentucky Derby and Belmont Stakes in 1984 aboard Swale. Pincay's win with Swale was his third consecutive
Belmont victory, having ridden Conquistador Cielo and Caveat to victory in the previous two years. The four victories inthe
Triple Crown were the only times Pincay visited the winner'scircle in those races; he never won the Preakness Stakes and failed
to win another Triple Crown race after he rode Swale.
He retired in 2003, he remained horse racing's winningest jockey, with 9,530 career victories. In 2006, Russell Baze passed
Pincay on the all-time win list. With his 8,834th win, on December 10, 1999 at Hollywood Park Racetrack in California aboard
Irish Nip, he broke the career victory record previously held by Bill Shoemaker. In 2004, Hollywood Park Racetrack announced
the creation of the Laffit Pincay Jr. Award to be presented annually on Hollywood Gold Cup Day that features the race he wona
record nine times. Pincay is father of Linda and Laffit III from his first marriage, and Jean Laffit Pincay, from wife, Jeanine. He
currently resides in Arcadia, CA.
