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Burglary Prevention Tips

Lock your doors and windows when you leave your home.'

Don't leave notes saying you're not home and when you will return.

Become familiar with your neighbors and their cars.

Beware of strangers knocking on doors. They may be burglars checking to see if a house is unoccupied.
Don't leave a house key hidden outside your home.

Keep your home well lit.

Keep trees and bushes trimmed so they don't provide cover for burglars.

If you come home and see evidence that someone has been in your home or may still be there, leave the area and

call police immediately.
Report any suspicious activity.

Auto Theft Prevention Tips

Remove your keys from the ignition and take them with you.

Lock your vehicle.

Never hide a second set of keys in your vehicle.

Park in attended lots.

If you use valet parking, leave only the ignition/door key.

_Park in well-lit areas. '

HNever leave your vehicle running, even if you will be gohé for only a minute.
Completely close all windows of parked vehicles.

Do not leave valuables or paperwork in plain sight.

Park with your wheels turned toward the curb to make your vehicle more difficult to tow.

Back a rear-wheel-drive vehicle into your driveway to make it more difficuit to tow.
Set your emergency brake when parking your vehicle to make it more difficult to tow.
If you have a garage, park your vehicle in it and lock it.

Do not leave the title paperwork (*pink slip”) in your vehicle.

Vehicle Break-in "Prevention Tips

Place all tempting items—especially cell phones and other electronic equipment—out of sight.

Do not leave any papers with personal information (such as mail or bank statements) in your car. Even blank

papers might tempt a thief to break into your car in an attempt to steal your identity.
Lock all doors, windows and any sunroof before leaving your car.
Park in a locked garage or well-lit area.

Call police to report any suspicious activity around parked vehicles.
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Section 24-105. Mud and spray guard required. No person shall operate on any
highway any motor vehicle, trailer, or semi-trailer unless equipped with fenders, co-
vers, or devices, including flaps or splash aprons, or un-
less the body of the vehicle or attachments thereto afford
adequate protection to effectively minimize the spray or
< splash of water or mud to the rear of the vehicle. (1983
CC, c 24, art 6, sec 24-105.)24-105.

Section 24-149. Maximum speed limit. (a) The follow-
ing maximum speed limit shall be in effect except where a special speed limit has been
enacted: (2) Twenty miles per hour. In any school zone, the beginning of which is de-
marcated by a school speed limit sign supplemented with a flashing speed limit sign
beacon, and the end of which is demarcated by an end
school zone or standard speed limit sign. (3) Twenty-five
miles per hour. (A) When passing a school site or the
grounds thereof, which are contiguous to or located in close
proximity to, the highway and posted with the standard
“school” warning sign while children are going to be leaving
the school during opening or closing hours. This speed limit
shall also apply during school recesses when passing any
school grounds which are not separated from the highway
by a fence or other physical barrier capable of restraining a
child, while the grounds within seventy-five feet of the high-
way are in use by a child, and the highway is posted with
the standard “school” warning sign. (B) During school days
for a distance of up to one thousand feet on both sides of a crosswalk designated by
the director of public works as a school crossing and posted with the standard “School
" Crossing.” Any person who violates any provision of section 24-149(a)(2), section 24-
149(a)(3)(A), or section 24-149(a)(3)(B) shall upon conviction be subject to fines equal
to two times the fines as provided for in section 24-16.

as otherwise provided in this chapter: (1) Every vehicle stopped or
parked upon a roadway where there are adjacent curbs shall be so
stopped or parked with the wheels of the vehicle parallel to and with-
in twelve inches of the curb or wholly within a marked parking stall
and headed in the direction of authorized movement. (2) Every vehi-

cle stopped or parked upon a highway where there are no curbs, NO
shall be so stopped or parked parallel with the roadway and with all P ARK' NG
wheels entirely off the traveled way so far as the shoulder width will

permit and headed in the direction of authorized movement.
