Report Week 1 to 5

Welcome to the new season and the wonderful? Weather we are having so far.
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Life isn’t about waiting for the storm to pass, it’s about learning to play petanque in the rain.

As you can all see from the fixtures, there are several Double! Fixture weeks this season which has been shortened due to the impact the Island games will have on the club next Summer.

So please make sure if you are not playing your first match that you arrange an approximate time with your second opponent (if you are not planning on being there at 10am to practice!).

A number of seasons ago new rules were brought in to try and prevent the growing number of “No Shows” which were occurring without good / genuine reason and these rules have not been changed for a long time.

However these rules now seem to have created a culture over the last year of claiming wins rather than accepting what may have been a genuine mistake.

I do appreciate that having turned up to then not play is frustrating and all our time is valuable especially at weekends but please show a bit of understanding.  

My first singles opponent did not show up for our match and although I could have claimed 2 x 13 -0 wins (see rules on points awarded) my opponent contacted me and I accepted his explanation and agreed to play the match, which I did on Saturday.  This is something I have always encouraged as this is why we all join – to play!.  
The committee will be looking into how we can improve this and whether the rules need to change, however in the meantime could I ask that (although fixtures are set) that you contact your opponent in the week before the scheduled match to confirm the match is going ahead.  In addition if you turn up for a match and your opponent is not there when the match is due to start, please phone them to make sure something hasn’t happened to prevent them being there or to see if there is a delay.  We all need to take steps to improve the communication with each other. 
Now onto the fun stuff!!!
Believe or not the leagues are a 3rd the way through with 3 scheduled singles matches done and all to play for in the Premier League.  2012/2013 Winter Champion Matt Ryan leads the way on points difference with 6 points after wins over Alice and Brian, but suffered a defeat to current Summer Singles champion Matt Pinel.  Callum is also on 6 points with two wins over Keith and Brian but then had a heavy defeat to Doubles partner Andrew Bellamy.  I beat Andrew and then drew with Brian and Matt Pinel with Matt on 4 points and a game in hand.
Unfortunately for Ross a missed alarm mean’t wins for Keith and Alice 13-12, 13-12 (average points conceded to date were 13 so results in 2 x 13 – 12 wins) in accordance with the rules.

Steve Simpkin could go top!! With 3 wins as yet to play a match.

Division 1 sees a resurgent David Ibitson storm to the top of the table, in fine form as he bids to regain his top flight spot after relegation last Winter.  David with 3 wins out of 3 including a win over Matt Buesnel in week 1 now a clear favourite for the title.

However a number of matches to be played in this league so far so plenty of chances for players to put pressure on David.  Brigitte Ibitson also won her first two matches before a defeat to Richard Potrzeba for a good start to the season, could it be a 1 – 2 finish for Mr & Mrs Ibitson at the end of the season?

Division 2 see’s Andrew Limbrick top the table with 2 wins and 1 draw followed closely by club new comer Geoffroy Buffetrille and John McGraw, both on 5 points.  Some very good players in this division which should be very competitive.
Another newcomer Matthew Schofield off to a decent start playing singles for the first time.  Surprisingly Paul Le Moine is in this division after relegation last winter but will be in the Premier league next Summer (clearly a fair weather player?) as a draw and defeat to his name so far.
