ORDINANCE NUMBER 17. 

A N ORDINANCE LICENSING T H E 

S A L E OF N O N - I N T O X I C A T I N G 

BEVERAGES A N D REGULAT­

ING T H E 1HJSINESS OF VEND­

ING T H E SAME A T H E T A I L . 

The Village Council of the Village 
of New Munich, Stearns County,: 
Minnesota, do ordain as fo l lows: 

Section 1. No person shall engage 
in the business of selling or vending 
non-intoxicating beverages, at retail , 
within the said Village of New Mun­
ich, without first having obtained a 
license therefor. 

Section 2. Every person requiring 
a license under the provision of this 
ordinance shall pay the sum of 
Twenty-five dollars therefor. 

Section 3. Every person requiring 
:i license under the provision of this 
ordinance shall pay to the Village 
Treasurer of said Village the sum of 
Twenty-live dollars, taking his re-
seipt therefor, which said receipt 
.'hall bo presented to the Recorder 
if said Village, .together wi th an ap­
plication, describing the place in 
which such applicant proposes to en­
gage in such business, and the re­
corder shall present such application 
to the Village Council, at the next 

. regular or special meeting 0 f s a j ( | 
•ouiicil thereafter; ami in case such 
ipplication is granted, the Village 
Recorder shall issue to such applicant 
i license, under his hand and the seal 
•>t said Village, describing the place 
in which said business is to be con­
ducted, grant ing to such applicant 
he privilege of carrying on such bus­

iness, at such place, f o r n period of 
one year f r o m the date thereof, and 
jha l l bear date of the time of grant­
ing of such application. No 'icense 
shall be f o r a shorter period than one 
vear, and a f te r the grant ing of such 

.license, no part of such license money 
hall be refunded. In case said V i l ­

lage Council should refuse to grant 
any such license, i t shall order the 
return of such license money to such 
applicant, and the Village Recorder 
shall, immediately issue an order up­
on the Treasurer of said Village, pay­
able in the sum of Twenty-five dol­
lars to such applicant. 

Section 1. A l l places, except drug 
stores, when© such non-intoxicating 
beverages are sold shall be closed at 
11 o'clock P. M . of each day and be 
kept closed unt i l 5 o'clock A . M. , on 
the fo l lowing day, and every Sunday 
f r o m 10 o'clock A . M . to 11 o'clock 
A . M . 

Section 6. A n y person convicted 
of a violation of any of the provi­
sions of this ordinance, shall be pun­
ished by a fine of not to exceed one 
hundred dollars, and not less than 
one dollar, or be confined in any place 
of confinement maintained by said 
village or in case there be no such 
place, then to be confined in the 
county j a i l in the county in which 
raid Villnge is located not to exceed 
the term of ninety days, provided 
that such imprisonment me- be cum­
ulative or f o r an indefinite term, not 
to exc-ced ninety days, subject to 
suspension and termination by rea­
son of or during the good behavior of 
the person imprisoned. 

Section 6. This ordinance shall 
take effect-and be in force f r o m and 
a f te r the first day of June 1923.

Every person requiring 
a licenselunder the provision of this 
ordinancelshall pay tlie sum of $25.00 
therefor fVr a period of one year, or 
$7.50 ther \ fore f o r a period of three 

| months. 
Section 3 | Every person requiring 

a license unVier the provision of this 
'ordinance s\all pay to the Village 
!Treasurer of lsaid Village the sum of j 
I $25.00 f o r alperiod of one year, or ' 
I $7.50 f o r a fcriod of three months, 
I taking his rcYcipt therefor, which 
(said receipt shill be presented to the 
Recorder of s l i d Village, together 
•with an application, describing the 
place in whichlauch applicant pro­
poses to engagefcn such business, and 
the recorder shall present such appli­
cation to the ViUage Council, at the 
next regular orlspecial meeting of 

|? said council thereafter; and in case 
such application K granted, the V i l ­
lage Recorder shall issue to such ap­
plicant a license, Aider his hand and 
the seal of said l i l lage , describing 
the place in which \ a i d business is to 
be conducted, gran i n g to such appli­
cant the privilege o f l ca r ry ing on such 
business, at such pl lce , f o r the per­
iod stated in said Implicat ion, and 
shall bear date of thV time of grant-

l i n g of such application. No license 
shall be for a shorter period than 

' three months, and aftfer the granting 
I of such license, no pVrt of such l i -
i cense money, whe th l r f o r three 
I months or f o r one yedY, shall be re-
!funded. In case said t i l lage council 
should refuse to g ran t lany such l i ­
cense, i t shall order the re turn of 

Isuch license money to suVh applicant, 
,and the Vil lage Recorder shall im­
media te ly issue an ordeV upon the 
Treasurer of said villageApayable in 

• the sum of $25.00, in caseVthe appli­
cation shall he f o r a peritod of one 
year, and $7.50 in case thV applica­
t ion shall be l o r a period W three 
months, to such applicant.
