based on course conditions.

- Balls in play that come into contact or close proximity to tree roots, that
when played may cause injury or damage to equipment, will be eligible for a free
drop within 1 club length of the original lie, no closer to the pin.

- Balls that become lost in play due to natural debris such as grass clippings,
leaves, tree branches, etc. in the defined area of the hole in play will not incur a
penalty and should be played where the group suspects the ball should have been
found.

- Balls that are hit out of bounds incur a stroke and distance penalty, if a
player feels he has hit out of bounds, in the interest of pace of play, play a
provisional shot, if the provisional shot is hit out of bounds, the player shall hit
from where the group deems the provisional shot went out of bounds with a 1
stroke penalty. For example: from the tee, first shot from the tee is hit out of
bounds, provisional is shot 3, and if provisional is hit out of bounds, you are hitting
5 from location ball went out of bounds.

- All greens must be putted out, there are no "gimmies”. Be aware, reaching
across the cup to knock in a short putt in the rules of golf is a 2 stroke penalty,
the stroke you make and a penalty.

- In the event there is a tie for a flight winner, the club will look back on the
last 3 common outings of the members who tied to determine a winner. The
member with the best score wins the flight.
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
