Best Caves Road Trip
As it starts to heat up, there are great ways to stay cool! The Best Caves Road Trip will take you

to interesting caves and caverns you’ll find among the famous Texas Hill Country. From exploring the

breathtaking "Hall of Marble" among Longhorn Caverns, to viewing the dramatic stalactites and ancient

formations discovered by accident during highway construction at Inner Space Caverns, to the colossal

chambers of Natural Bridge Caverns...it doesn't get any more interesting than this road trip for those who

enjoy exploring underground!

Longhorn Cavern Travel down 52 stone steps into a comfortable 68°F all year round. Settlers discovered

the cavern in the mid-1800s. They mined bat guano, used to manufacture gunpowder during the Civil War.

Longhorn Cavern State Park is 645.62 acres of rugged Hill Country south of Burnet. The park opened in

1938, and was designated a National Natural Landmark in 1971.

Natural Bridge Caverns is one of the world’s premier show caverns. Discovered in 1960 by local cavers,

this family owned and operated natural wonder is the largest cavern in Texas. Not only is there cave tours

of two distinct and stunning caverns, the property also features above ground adventures including a

ropes course, zip rails, an outdoor maze, and an interactive gem panning activity. More of the cavern is

still being discovered; the Wuest family along with their caving team are still actively exploring new areas

in the massive system. Natural Bridge Caverns is a designated State Historical Site and National Natural

Landmark of Historic Places.

Cave Without a Name is a natural, living cavern, and some say the most beautiful in Texas. The Cave is

filled with spectacular formations of stalactites, stalagmites, delicate soda straws, cave drapery and more. 

Descend 126 steps to approximately 80 feet below the surface where nature maintains a temperature of

66 degrees, year round. The complexity of formations makes the first visit and every subsequent visit an

awakening experience of nature's artwork.

Inner Space Cavern was discovered by a Texas Highway Department core drilling team in the Spring of

1963. Six inch core samples were taken to determine if the ground was stable enough to support a large

highway overpass. As they were drilling one of the test holes, the bit suddenly dropped 26ft. and the

highway crew knew there was something down there besides rock. News of this fantastic discovery

spread fast and within the next few months, the Texas Speleological Society had secured permission to

enter and explore the dark reaches of the newly discovered cave. The first group of spelunkers entered

the cave on a cool November morning in 1963. A wooden tripod was erected over the core hole, and each

person was lowered down the narrow shaft on a rope tied to an automobile. Within the next several days,

over 7,000 feet of cave had been surveyed. Inner Space was opened to the public in the summer of 1966,

and since that time hundreds of thousands of visitors have seen this beautiful cave.

Wonder World Cave & Adventure Park, a natural theme park located in San Marcos, Texas, has a rich

history that dates back to its discovery in 1893 by Mark A. Bevers, a former cowboy and freight hauler.

Bevers was drilling for water in what is now the parking lot of the park. Wonder Cave, the primary

attraction of the park, is an ancient earthquake cave and a Recorded Texas Historic Landmark. It is known

as a dry-formed cave, as the fissure was opened by an earthquake and not by erosion. The quake had

produced the Balcones fault, and the fault is visible in the cave ceiling. This makes it the only

commercially operated dry cave in the U.S., and the first show cave in Texas opened to the public.

The cave offers a glimpse into the past geological eras of the Earth’s history. It houses fossilized

prehistoric life encased in various strata formations and huge boulders suspended in mid-air. The tour

guides are thoroughly trained to tell you stories of these past geological eras.

Texas Drivers License Info

In Texas, your address on a drivers license or ID card must be changed within 30 days after

moving to your new residence.There are three ways you can request a replacement driver license

and change your address:

Online

Mail-In

In-Person

Online Address Change

Using this online feature is the fastest and most convenient method to change your address.

meet these requirements, begin the process by clicking the link below.

Mail-In Address Change

If you are unable to change your address online, you can complete the Application for Change of

Address and mail it to the Department for processing.  You must meet the following requirements

to change your address by mail:

1. Your driver license is not expired.

2. You have a non-commercial driver license, Class C or CM or Class A or B non-CDL driver

license. You cannot use the mail services to change your address on a Commercial Driver

License.

3. You are at least 18 years of age and your driver license is not a provisional or learner

license.

4. Your driver license is valid (not suspended or revoked).

5. Your Social Security Number is already on file.

6. You are a U.S. citizen.

Complete the application, sign and include the required fee. Both the application and fee must be

mailed to the address located at the top of the form for processing.  Please allow an additional ten

days to the processing time due to mailing your request.  

In-Person Address Change

If you are unable to change your address online or mail-in your application request, you can take

your completed Application for Change of Address to any driver license office. Locate the

office nearest you. (This form is also available at the driver license office.)
