THIS IS MEMORIAL DAY WEEKEND. FOR MANY IT’S BECOME JUST A 3 DAY HOLIDAY FROM

MEMORIAL DAY. HERE ARE JUST A FEW TIDBITS OF INFORMATION | FOUND INTERESTING.

SINCE THE LATE 1950'S ON THE THURSDAY JUST BEFORE MEMORIAL DAY, AROUND 1200
SOLDIERS OF THE 3D U.S. INFANTRY PLACE SMALL AMERICAN FLAGS AT EACH OF THE MORE
THAN 260,000 GRAVESTONES AT ARLINGTON NATIONAL CEMETERY.

ON MEMORIAL DAY, THE FLAG SHOULD BE AT HALF-STAFF UNTIL NOON ONLY, THEN RAISED
TO THE TOP OF THE STAFF UNTIL SUNSET.

IN THE YEAR 2000 THE NATIONAL “MOMENT OF REMEMBRANCE RESOLUTION” PASSED. AT 3PM
ON MEMORIAL DAY, ALL AMERICANS ARE ASKED TO VOLUNTARILY AND INFORMALLY
OBSERVE IN THEIR OWN WAY A MOMENT OF REMEMBRANCE AND RESPECT BY PAUSING FROM
WHATEVER THEY ARE DOING FOR A MOMENT OF SILENCE OR LISTENING TO TAPS.

FROM THE PRACTICE OF DECORATING GRAVES WITH FLOWERS, WREATHS AND FLAGS, THE
HOLIDAY WAS LONG KNOWN AS DECORATION DAY. THE NAME MEMORIAL DAY GOES BACK
TO 1882, BUT THE OLDER NAME DIDN'T DISAPPEAR UNTIL AFTER WORLD WAR II. FEDERAL LAW
DECLARED "MEMORIAL DAY" THE OFFICIAL NAME IN 1967.
