Acceptance of Agenda: (25-07/17-01) A Motion was made by Walter Smith to accept the agenda as presented. The Motion was seconded by Leo Venesky. The Motion was passed 3-0.
Acceptance of Minutes: (25-07/17-02) A Motion was made by  William Fisher to accept the previous meetings minutes. The Motion passed 3-0.
Treasurers Report:(25-07/17-03) A Motion was made by William Fisher to approve the Accounts Payable from June thru July in the amounts of $259,658.90 and 44,605.98 as presented. The Motion was seconded by Leo Venesky. The motion passed 3-0.

Regular Meeting Items: None 
Attorney Report: None. 
District Manager Report: Linda submitted her report to the board adding the office received an email addressed to the Board of Supervisors from Carlos Guerra 4310 Cedar Ford Blvd with concerns on the district’s last election.
District Foreman Report: Report was submitted with review. Mike explained that he would like to put a pipe with a flapper valve on Melanie St. and the main canal on the east side, to prevent erosion and flooding. (25-07/17-04) A Motion was made by Leo Venesky to accept the installation of the new pipe and flapper valve. Walter Smith seconded the motion. The Motion was passed 3-0. Mike explained that the initial accepted bid for the #59 dump truck fell through and asked the board if they wanted to accept the second highest bid at $25,300.00 or relist the truck. Leo Venesky suggested taking it. Walter Smith also agreed to take the bid. Adding the drainage from the cleared 800 acres of cleared land west of Hastings Blvd is now flowing through the district. He took photos and sent to the engineer and SJ Water Management did install water monitors to measure levels of the main canal.
Consent Agenda: Mike requested to buy riprap and pipes totaling $14,145.00 (25-07/17-05) By general consent Board approved.
Old Business: None
Public Comments: Shirley Lassiter (4555 Calvin) expressed concerns with the budget vs. Actual spending. Linda commented Shirleys request was passed on to the CPA.

William Fisher – mentioned the part time assistant wants to be full time, it is declined as it is not in the current budget or the upcoming budget just approved in May 2025.

Walter Smith – asked to start a Facebook account for the district and wants to be paid to run it. He also requested that we change the election procedure; mailing out the letter/proxy is not cost effective $7500 for the turnout of 200 voters and would like the proxies to be available from our website. Linda recommended talking with the attorney on both requests to avoid legal issues. Walt mentioned he met with the assistant while Linda was out, there appears to be a communication problem between them and she stated she’s not trained. Linda replied, I am not aware of any issues and will speak with her on Monday.
