Warriors Player Code of Conduct
As a Warriors player, I understand that I must follow these rules to stay in good standing:

1. Treat everyone involved with our team with respect and love.


2.  Respect the game, play fairly and follow its rules and regulations.


3. Show respect for authority to the officials of the game.


4. Demonstrate good sportsmanship before, during and after games.


5. Be courteous to opposing teams and treat all players and coaches with respect.


6. Be modest when successful and gracious in defeat.


7. Respect the privilege of the use of the public facilities.


8. Practice good health habits including eating breakfast, eating healthy foods and refraining from the use of drugs, tobacco and alcohol.


9. Refrain from using abusive language.  Swearing is unacceptable at all times and in every circumstance.


10. Work hard to develop good habits by practicing with good form and appropriate effort.  The habits we develop in practice are the habits that will determine how we play the game.

Warriors Parent Code of Conduct

As a Warriors parent/guardian I recognize that we are the most important role models for our children, and that sports help to develop a sense of teamwork, self-worth and sportsmanship.  As such, I agree to abide by the following:

1. Encourage good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, fans and officials at games, practices and other sporting events.


2. Encourage my child to play by the rules and respect the rights of other players, coaches, fans and officials.


3. Place the well being of my child before a personal desire to win.


4. Advocate a sports environment for my child that is free of drugs, tobacco, alcohol, and abusive language and refrain from their use at all sporting events.  I understand that should I be asked to leave the facility by an official, my child will be removed from the game and will leave with me at that time.


5. Offer only praise and encouraging words for all athletes including those on the opposing team.


6. Support the effort and decisions of the coaching staff.  In the event I have a question regarding my child’s role on the team I will communicate those concerns directly to the coach in a respectful and timely fashion (not immediately after a game when emotions are high).  This is typically called the 24 hour rule.


7. Recognize the importance of being a positive role model.  I agree to conduct myself in a manner consistent with the dictates of good sportsmanship at all times.


8. Attendance at practice is a priority for all team members.  I will make every attempt to assure that my child will be able to attend all practices and contests.  If for some reason my child cannot attend, I will contact the coach ahead of time.
