CLASSES AVAILABLE (SPLIT BY SEX)

Puppy class shall be for dogs at least 3 months of age and under 6 months on the first day of the show.
Youth class shall be for dogs at least 6 months of age and under 9 months on the first day of the show.
Junior class shall be for dogs at least 9 months of age and under 15 months on the first day of the show.

Intermediate class shall be for dogs at least 15 months of age and under 18 months on the first day of the
show.

Open class shall be for dogs at least 18 months of age or more on the first day of the show.

Neutered/Spayed class shall be for dogs at least 6 months of age who have been neutered or spayed or
that have been included in the ‘Not for Breeding’ (NB) group.

Veteran class shall be for dogs at least 8 years of age on the first day of the show.

Working class shall be for dogs at least 18 months of age on the first day of the show that hold a working
title or certificate. Said documentation shall include details of the test. Should the certification ultimately
be found to be insufficient, the dog will be shown in the Open Class.

Champion class shall be for dogs at least 18 months on the first day of the show with the following titles:
HCNA (HCA) Champion, FCI International Champion, National Champion -- IHF (one national
championship earned from a member nation of the International Hovawart Federation), National
Champion — Other (two national championships earned from an FCI-member nation not in the IHF).
Participants are required to present proof of such champion status on the day of the show. Failure to
present such proof will result in the dog being shown in the Open Class.

Every participant will receive a written evaluation of his (her) dog.

TEMPERAMENT TESTING

Adult temperament test is for dogs at least 18 months old. Only dogs at least 18 months of age on the day
of testing can receive an adult evaluation which counts to earn the club's Breeding Status.

Every dog under 18 months of age can take the junior temperament test on a training or experience basis.

REQUIREMENTS TO BECOME HCNA CHAMPION
To become a Champion with our club, a dog must:

. Earn a total of 15 points acquired through accredited dog show organizations and at least 10 of
which must be earned through an HCNA event under two different judges.
Have received a passing grade on an HCNA approved temperament test taken after the dog has
reached 18 months of age.
