in the Boro Bed-Turnings. 
• Quilts may be picked up on Saturday March 21, 2026 between 3:00 and 4:00 PM at the Lane Agri-Park 

Community Center, 315 John R. Rice Blvd. Murfreesboro, TN 37129. Unless other arrangements are 
made with Pam Dunlap ahead of time. Please have your ID available to pick up quilts. 

• All quilts will be stored in a pet-free, smoke-free location and handled with utmost care and security 
using white gloves and not handled by anyone except those handling the quilts for presentation.
