CLASS DESCRIPTIONS 

Leadline: Open to beginner riders age 10 and under. To be led by an adult. 
Walk Trot: Open to riders 12 and under who have not shown at the canter. 
Beginner Equitation:  Open to riders of any age beyond the walk trot level looking to transition 
into short/long stirrup.  Canter may be individual or in small group, at judge’s discretion.  One  
class in division must be a ground pole course – trotting not penalized. 

Short/Long Stirrup: To be divided by Short and Long if entries permit. Short: Open to riders 12 

and under. Fences not to exceed 18". Riders may not show in any other division except Pleasures, 
Long: Open to riders 13 and over who have never competed in classes with fences over 2'. Fences 

not to exceed 18". Riders may not show in any division other than Pleasures and classes where 

fence heights do not exceed 2'. 
 Pre-Child/Adult Equitation: Open to riders who have never competed over fences exceeding 
2'3" in a recognized show. Riders may show horses or ponies. Fences 2', no combinations. Simple  

changes will not be penalized. 

Children's Equitation: Open to junior riders who have never competed in fences over 2'6" in a 

recognized show. Riders may show horses or ponies. To be shown over a course of fences at a 

height of 2'6" with at least one change of direction. No combinations. 
Adult Equitation: Open to amateur riders 18 years of age and older. Fences not to exceed 2'6" 
Modified Junior Equitation: Open to junior riders who have never competed over fences 
exceeding 3' in a recognized show. Riders may show horses or ponies. To be shown over a course 

of fences at a height of 2'9" with at least one change of direction. Combinations optional.  

Junior Equitation: Open to all junior riders who are not eligible for Pre-Children's or Children's 

Equitation. Riders may show horses or ponies. To be shown over a course of fences at a height of 3' with 
at least one change of direction. Combinations optional. 

WNEPHA Short/Long Stirrup Medal: Open to riders who are eligible for short/long stirrup 
respectively. A course of at least 8 fences not to exceed 18". No combinations, no oxers. 
WNEPHA Pre-Child / Adult Medal: To be shown over a course of at least 8 fences at a height of 2'. 
No combinations. 

WNEPHA Children's Equitation Medal: Open to junior members who are eligible for Children's 

Equitation. Riders may show horses or ponies. To be shown over a course of at least 8 fences at a height 
of 2'6" with at least one change of direction. 

WNEPHA Adult Medal: Open to adult members of the WNEPHA. Shown over a course of 8 

fences, not to exceed 2'9", with at least one change in direction. 

WNEPHA Modified Junior Equitation Medal: Open to riders who are eligible for Modified Junior 
Equitation. Riders may show horses or ponies. To be shown over a course of at least 8 fences, with at 
least one change of direction, fence height not to exceed 2'9". Combinations optional 

WNEPHA Junior Equitation Medal: Open to all junior members of the WNEPHA who are eligible for 
Junior Equitation. Riders may show horses or ponies. To be shown over a course of at least 8 fences at a 
height of 3', with at least one change in direction. Combinations optional. 

 

Bellwether’s 8th Annual Hunter Derby: The derby will be run in two round format at the following 
heights: 18”, 2’, and 2’6” 

• Classic Hunter Round (first round)- Judged on performance, pace, jumping style, quality 
and substance 

• Handy Hunter Round (second round)- Judged as above; additionally judged on brilliance 
and handiness 

Obstacles will be reminiscent of the hunt field.  Obstacles may include: natural posts and rail, board 
fences, gates, coops, hedges, and natural foliage.  Each round will receive a numerical score, 
pinnings will be based on the total combined two-round score.  Pinned 1st through 8th. 

• Team Challenge will be run at each height.  A team consists of 2 riders that will execute the 
course aiming to have 6 horse lengths between the two horses at all times.  The final jump is 
to be taken with the 2 horses astride.  To be scored on style, consistency of pace and distance, 
and timing of final jump.  Teams pinned 1st through 6th.

(4) that the owner, rider/driver and any of their agents or representatives agree to hold 

Bellwether Stables, SJH Equestrian, show management and staff, their officials, directors and 

employees harmless for any injury or loss suffered during or in conjunction with the show, 

whether or not such injury or loss resulted, directly or indirectly, from the negligent acts or 

omissions of said officials, directors, employees or agents of the show.
