     2. Activity Fee  

As discussed on the first day of school, we will be collecting a $75.00 
activity fee.  This fee is to help defray the cost of the trips and activities we 
have planned for the year.  The fee will pay for the buses, admitting fees to 
is due by Oct. 15th.  You may include this fee in your tuition payment and 
place it in the container in the hallway. 

 
     3. Fire Truck  

      The Fair Haven Fire Department will be visiting us during fire prevention   
      week. The children will learn fire safety and get a chance to go outside and 
      see the fire truck. As a special surprise, they may even get a chance to spray 
      the fire hose.
