Aim: How should Richard Nixon be remembered in American history?
I. Richard Nixon
· President of the U.S. from 1969-1974.

· Only President to resign from office (after Watergate Scandal).

· Stated America will honor its treaties and provide aid to its allies

II. Nixon and Vietnam

· Took over for LBJ and handled the Vietnam War with his policy of “Vietnamization”

· process sought to save American lives and expenses through gradual withdrawal of forces and support from the Vietnam war

· “Peace with honor” in Vietnam

· All troops were home by 1973 and obtained peace at the Paris Peace Accords also in 1973

III. Nixon’s Foreign Affairs

· Started the Détente with the Soviet Union and focused on peaceful negotiations and weapon limitations 

· Visited China and created a relationship with them during the 1970s

IV. The Watergate Scandal

· On June 17, 1972, police arrested five men who had broken into the offices of the Democratic National Committee. 

· Nixon ordered an investigation into the Watergate scandal

· a former presidential aide said that Nixon was involved and had tape-recorded conversations 

· Nixon did not want to give up the tapes.

· There were calls for impeachment. 

· On August 8, 1974, Nixon resigned the presidency.
