Wisdom calls people from all over to partake in her
banquet, even sending out emissaries to places far and
wide. People are free to accept or decline her invita-
tion, but those who accept will gain wisdom. In other
words, Wisdom is freely giving herself to anyone who
accepts her invitation, her invitation “that you may
live” (Proverbs 9:6).

Jesus does the same in to-
day’s Gospel. He freely
gives himself to all who
accept His invitation to
partake in the Eucharist. |
“Whoever eats My flesh
and drinks my blood re-
mains in Me and I in
him” (John 6:56). As Wisdom invited us to a better
life, Jesus does as well, promising that “whoever eats
this bread will live forever” (John 6:58), inviting us to
eternal life. Just as with Wisdom, all are invited; in
this passage, he is speaking to the crowds. Also like
Wisdom, He sent out emissaries, His disciple, far and
wide.
