Tune into your child's particular learning style. Some children like to jump right in. Others prefer to sit back and watch before joining the group. Extending some of the activities from school at home and keeping a positive attitude are good ways to boost the self-confidence needed to create academic growth. Your child will model your behavior. You are, and always will be, your child's first, and most important, teacher.
