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Troubleshooting

NO CONTROL of TV — Confirm pillow speaker is setup for either Zenith or Samsung protocol. Instructions typically included with pillow speaker.

DISTORTED AUDIO - If the audio is distorted, confirm that the connection to the emulator is made to the VARIABLE AUDIO IN jack. Also
confirm that the SubAmp Mode is set to 2, and that the SubAmp Volume is set to 4.

NO VOLUME OR MUTE INDICATOR - Volume and mute button presses are not visible on the TV screen in standalone mode as these parameters
are being controlled outside the TV. You should still be able to hear the volume increasing, decreasing and muting even without the visual display.

TV WON’T TURN ON WITH PILLOW SPEAKER —Virtual Standby may not have been enabled in the Samsung Hospitality Menu. If it wasn’t
setup as the first item, then, it will be grayed out and you won’t be able to confirm that it is on or off by looking at it. You can confirm that Virtual
Standby is on, by looking to see if the SPDIF shows a red light when the TV is OFF. If not, Virtual Standby can be reenabled by resetting the TV
and starting the TV setup process again.
