Reminders:   

 Teachers will NOT allow students to run out into the parking lot to meet 
you.  Please pull up along the side of the studio sidewalk to pick up your 
children.  

 Please encourage your children to bundle up in the evenings when 
leaving the studio.  Keep your muscles protected from the chill after a 
hard workout in classes. A quick sweatshirt and some pull-on sweats 
will do the trick. 

 Street shoes are NOT allowed on the dance floors.  If you are in a Hip 
Hop Class that requires you to wear Tennis Shoes, please be sure to 
bring a CLEAN pair that is not full of rocks and debris from the weather 
and outdoor elements.   

 Please pick up your students on time.  

 Please do not drop off more than 10 minutes early.  Remind your stu-
dents to wait in the front lobby until their class time.
