RECITAL OVERVIEW
*Costumes will be delivered to your dancer’s school by the end of April. The delivery will include 2 recital tickets, a reference photo of the costume, your dancers’ professional Recital costume (please check all pieces), a hair accessory, tap ties, and tights. You will also receive another HARD Copy of this packet.
*Flash photography and recording IS permitted and HIGHLY ENCOURAGED! So…. snap away! Remember to share with your friends and avoid obstructing anyone’s view. Professional photos by “Amanda Neeley Photography” will be offered. Each school has a scheduled GROUP photo time before their showtime. Individual photos will be taken before his/her GROUP photo.  Please have your dancer arrive in full costume, hair up, and light make-up, with tap shoes on their feet and ballet shoes (clearly labeled with name) in DANCE BAG.
*Please check the spelling of your dancer’s name on this packet cover page; this is how it will appear in the program and on the trophy. If you would like your dancer’s name to appear differently, please call me immediately!     Ms. Kelly: 678.770.7777
*All accounts must be paid in full by MAY 10th,2026.
*No calls will be taken on the day of the recital; all staff will be very busy at the venue. Please have all questions answered and balances PAID before this day. 
*Your dancer will appear in THREE dances this year! Lots of ‘stage time!!’ 
*2 Recital tickets are included in your price, but you may invite as many guests as you like! Additional tickets are $10.00
*Unique flower arrangements, Ballet Bears, and Professional Photos will be available. I suggest ordering in advance.
BEFORE RECITAL
*Have all account balances settled.
*Have the correct shoes purchased. Please try them on to make sure they fit. Tap shoes MUST be BLACK. Ballet shoes MUST  be pink or flesh-colored. No bedroom slippers, please! Make sure first and last names are very visible in both pairs of shoes. ‘Sharpies’ work well!
*If you have small children in the audience, please explain “theatre etiquette” to them. Our dancers have been practicing hard, and we want everyone to have a chance to see their performance. Please make sure that younger siblings stay in their seats. 
*Confirm your Dancers’ GROUP PHOTO time. (last page of this packet) You will need to arrive 15 minutes before the group photo time to take his/her INDIVIDUAL photo. Please plan accordingly; I intend to start ON TIME!
*Your Dancer should be in FULL COSTUME when he/ she arrives at the show. Please try the costume on in advance to understand how the costume is worn. PLEASE REVIEW THE PHOTO AND INSTRUCTIONS ON THE COSTUME SHEET. Underwear should NOT be worn under tights. The tights are an undergarment. Some costumes are ‘dress style’, which means  DANCE PANTS should be worn. Girls’ hair should be in a tight bun on the crown of her head with the Headpiece visible from her front. Refer to the “costume sheet.” He/She should arrive in Tap shoes on their feet. The dance bag should have Ballet shoes and any additional costume parts. Please…. nothing else in the Dance bag. NO SNACKS. NO WATERS. Pack the bag in advance so nothing is forgotten.

Recital Day: May 30, 2026
*Bring TICKETS and your dancer’s Recital Bag
*Bring your dancer!! Teehee. She should be in FULL COSTUME. Light makeup is suggested, but it is certainly the parents’ choice. If you DO allow makeup on this special day, please follow these guidelines
1-Pink or red color only for lipstick/ blush 
2-Black or Brown mascara and/or eyeliner only
3-No sparkles, hair beads, colored eyeshadow, or additional hair accessories. No long earrings.
*Tap shoes on feet, Recital bag packed (read ‘Before Recital’ notes for Dance Bag contents), and Tap Ties threaded through Tap shoes (or tie in a bow over the shoe strap).  NAMES IN SHOES BOLD 
*Arrive 15 minutes before your dancers’ ‘GROUP PHOTO’ time. These 15 minutes will be used for the INDIVIDUAL PHOTOS.
*Head to the ‘Photo Area’ in the lobby, and a rep from Amanda Neeley Photography will assist you.
*Visit the ‘Ticket Counter’ to pick up any pre-purchased tickets, or to purchase more.”
*Visit the ‘Souvenir Shop’ to pick up any pre-purchased merchandise
