FATHER SAM’S CORNER
September 8, 2019

Twenty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: Luke 14:25-33

Giving first place to Christ: The Essence of Discipleship of Jesus.

Before we dive into the message of today let us briefly explore the background of today’s Gospel story. As it
was his custom to move about with his disciples, as Jesus was entering Jerusalem, the disciples and followers
might be asking him, “Master, are you going to liberate us from the cross of inhuman treatment from the
authorities when we get into Jerusalem?” Maybe the crowds wanted to strike a deal with Jesus. They knew
he had the power to liberate them. Probably, they wanted their political liberation as a deal or their payback
for following Jesus. But Jesus gave them a different deal. He made love as the deal or condition for being his
disciple. He was kind of telling them, to be my follower, you must love me as I love you. The cross of Jesus
was to die for their sin. And he was always there for them with his cross. In the same manner he wants them
to be faithful to him and his Gospel despite their cross. Thus, he said: “Whoever does not carry his own cross
and come after me cannot be my disciple” (Luke 14: 27). Also, out of his love for his own Jesus left all the
joys in his Father’s kingdom. He wants his followers to love him with the same measure. Therefore, when he
said: “If anyone comes to me without hating his father and mother, wife and children, brothers and sisters, and
even his own life, he cannot be my disciple” (Luke 14:26), he was not encouraging animosity against family
members nor was he saying to dislike family members to be his disciple. Rather he was placing it upon them
to give first place to him and his Gospel as he thinks about them first. He even disregarded or sacrificed his
own comfort for them. He wanted them to love with the same measure—which is a normal deal in every
mutual love/relationship. Matthew presented Jesus’s message with words similar to those above by stating:
“Whoever loves his father or mother, brother or sister more than me is not worthy of me” (Matthew 10:37).

Christ knew that loving God/him more than others or doing his will rather than our wills or the will of others
can attract rejection, disapproval and persecution. However, anyone who wants to come to him must carry
this as his cross and follow him, just as Jesus carried the cross of rejection for doing his Father’s will and still
followed his Father. Nobody naturally desires or prays to be rejected or persecuted by his people and others.
Even Jesus did not desire or ask his Father for the cross; rather he asked for the cross to pass away. However,
as he prayed that he might not drink the cup he was at the same time willing to accept it if it is His father’s
will. So Jesus is not saying we must desire or pray to be rejected by others. Rather he is saying that anyone
who wants to come to him may not want or desire or delight in any rejection, persecution but must be ready to
accept it when it comes. Christ and the martyrs suffered pain during their persecution and death, a sign they
were not delighted by their persecutions but just accepted it for the sake of the gospel.

As disciples of Christ do we place him first before others? And do we see our Christian suffering as the cross
we must accept and carry as his flowers?

LA ESQUINA DEL PADRE SAM

8 de Septiembre del 2019

Vigésimo Tercer Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: Lucas 14:25-33

Dando el primer lugar a Cristo: La Esencia del Discipulado de Jesus.

Antes de profundizar en el mensaje de hoy, exploremos brevemente el trasfondo de la historia evangélica de hoy.
Como era su costumbre moverse con sus discipulos, cuando Jesus entraba en Jerusalén, los discipulos y seguidores
podrian estar preguntandole: "Maestro, ;nos vas a liberar de la cruz del trato inhumano de las autoridades cuando
lleguemos a Jerusalén?" Tal vez la multitud queria llegar a un acuerdo con Jestis. Sabian que tenia el poder de
liberarlos si asi lo deseaba. Probablemente, querian su liberacion politica como un trato o su venganza por seguir a
Jests. Pero Jesus les dio un trato diferente. Hizo el amor como el trato o condicion para ser su discipulo. Les
decia que fuera mi seguidor, que me amaras como yo te amo. La cruz de Jesus iba a morir por su pecado. Y
siempre estaba ahi para ellos con su cruz. De la misma manera que quiere que sean fieles a €l y a su Evangelio a
pesar de su cruz tal como lo era para ellos, independientemente de su propia cruz. Asi, dijo: "Quien no lleva su
propia cruz y viene tras de mi, no puede ser mi discipulo" (Lucas 14:27). Ademads, por su amor a su propio Jesus
dejo todas las alegrias en el reino de su Padre. Queria que sus seguidores lo amaran con la misma medida. Por lo
tanto, cuando dijo: "Si alguien viene a mi sin odiar a su padre y a su madre, esposa ¢ hijos, hermanos y hermanas, e
incluso su propia vida, no puede ser mi discipulo" (Lucas 14:26), no estaba alentando la animosidad contra los
miembros de la familia ni le decia a a los miembros de la familia no les gusta ser su discipulo. Mas bien se lo
estaba poniendo sobre ellos para darle el primer lugar a él y a su Evangelio al pensar en ellos primero. Incluso hizo
caso omiso o sacrifico su propio consuelo por ellos. Queria que amaran con la misma medida, que es un trato
normal en cada amor/relacion mutua. Mateo presentd el mensaje de Jesus con palabras similares a las anteriores
diciendo: "Quien ama a su padre o a su madre, hermano o hermana mas que yo no es digno de mi" (Mateo 10:37).

Cristo sabia que amar a Dios/él mas que a los demas o hacer su voluntad mas que nuestra voluntad o la voluntad de
los demas puede atraer el rechazo, la desaprobacion y la persecucion. Sin embargo, cualquiera que quiera venir a
¢l debe llevar esto como su cruz y seguirlo, asi como Jesus llevo la cruz del rechazo por hacer la voluntad de su
Padre y aun asi sigui6 a su Padre. Nadie naturalmente desea o ora para ser rechazado o perseguido por su pueblo y
otros. Ni siquiera Jesus deseaba ni pedia a su Padre la cruz; mas bien pidi6 que la cruz falleciera. Sin embargo, al
orar para que no bebiera la copa, al mismo tiempo estaba dispuesto a aceptarla si es la voluntad de Su padre. Asi
que Jesus no esta diciendo que debemos desear u orar para ser rechazados por los demés. Mas bien esta diciendo
que cualquiera que quiera venir a €l puede no querer o desear o deleitarse con cualquier rechazo, persecucion, sino
que debe estar listo para aceptarlo cuando llegue. Cristo y los martires sufrieron dolor durante su persecucion y
muerte, una sefial de que no estaban encantados con sus persecuciones, sino que simplemente lo aceptaron por el
bien del Evangelio.

Como discipulos de Cristo, (lo colocamos en primer lugar por delante de los demés? ;Y vemos nuestro
sufrimiento cristiano como la cruz debe aceptar y llevar como sus discipulos?
