Your book review should be at least two paragraphs long

Cover Page
[ Create a cover page by drawing a picture inspired by the book.

1 Include the title of the book, the author’s name, and your name.

Paragraph 1:
d Write an attention grabbing opening (pick one of the two ways)

1. Start with a question:
a. Example: Do you like reading books with many twists and turns or
action and suspense?
2. Start with a fact about the main character or plot:
a. Example: Fighting off tracker jackers and mutant dogs are
challenges Katnis Everdean faces in the arena during the Hunger
Games.
4 Include the title and author
1 Mention the main characters, setting, and main conflict
1 Briefly describe parts of the plot (rising action and climax). (at least two sentences)
d NEVER tell the ending, but mention the lesson the character learns.
