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Basis of Competition 

• SCCS tournaments are individual medal play tournaments using a modified Stableford 

System for scoring.  The maximum score for a hole is triple bogey. 

• Scoring is on a hole by hole basis: 

o 5 points for an eagle 

o 4 points for a birdie 

o 3 points for par 

o 2 points for a bogey 

o 1 point for a double bogey 

o 0 points for anything higher 

• Par is 54 points. 

 

Initial Quota – New Members 

 

1. Developed based on your current Ghin Index prior to your first event 

2. Tournament course handicap is calculated using the Ghin Index based on the course rating 

and slope for the Tee Box being played. 

3. Your Quota will be the Tournament Handicap subtracted from 54. 

4. After playing in a tournament your Quota will be adjusted based on performance at SCCS 

tournaments. 

 

Quota Adjustment for Members 

1. Quotas are adjusted based on performance after each tournament for the next tournament. 

2. Quota will increase 1 point for every 2 points scored over your playing Quota (maximum 

adjustment +4). For example, if your Playing Quota is 37 points and scored 42 points for a 

+ 5 differential, your updated Quota would increase to 39. 

3. Quota will be decreased by 1 point for every 3 points scored under your Playing Quota 

(maximum adjustment -2).  For example, if your Playing Quota is 37 and scored 33 points 

for a differential of -3, your updated Quota would decrease to 36. 

4. For differentials +1, 0, -1, and -2 points there I no Quota adjustment. 

 

Special Quota Adjustments 

1. Changing the Tee Box selection. 

a. Based on the rating and slope of the course being played. 

b. Generally, +2 is added to your Quota when you move up a tee box. 

c. Tee Box selections are confirmed at the beginning of the season: October. 

d. A tee box change is allowed once during the season. 

2. Other situations, such as a return from extended medical leave, will be considered but is at 

the sole discretion of the Tournament Director.
